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3rd Annual
Pestiade Mlledion
Sheduled for Nov.

The Pedticide Bureau will conduct its
Third Annual Waste Resticide Collec-
tion Program in November. The annual
collection program is a legal, low cost,
opportunity for pegticide users to dis-
pose of unused, unwanted, banned
and canceled pesticides. Licensed and
certified pesticide applicators, farmers,
state agencies and municipal agencies
are eligible to participate.

Safety-Kleen will be the licensed haz-
ardous waste hauler collecting the
waste pegticides. The collection events
will occur at Mass. Highway Depart-
ment facilities in the following loca-
tions. "Resticide Bureau Event" signs will
be posted outside the locations.

W NORTHAMPTON, Wednesday, November
8th 2000 MassHighway Depot, Locust
Sreet, Re 9. (Take I-91 to Bxqt 18. Turn left
at the bottom of the ramp to Route 5N. At
the first set of lights turn left on to Route 9
West for 1.5 miles. Ste is on the right after
the City of Northampton facility)

W MILLBURY, Thursday, November 9th 2000
MassHighway Depot, Re 146. (On Route
146 South. 1.7 miles South of Route 20
across from John Deere dealer).

W CONCORD, Fiday, November 10th 2000
MassHighway Depot. (Follow Route 2 to the
Concord rotary. The facility is located on
the Westbound side of Route 2, across from
MCI Concord state prison )

W MIDDLEBO RO, Tuesday, November 14th
2000. MassHighway Depot, Route 28.
(From Route 495, take the exit for Route
44. Travel 1/4 mile Eastbound to the
Middleboro rotary. Take Route 28 South for
a couple of miles. The depot is located after
the Sate Police barracks on the right.)

You must pre-register with Safety-
Kleen to participate. The pre-registration
form is available on the web at
www.massdfa.org/ waste.htm. Or, call the
Pedticide Bureau at 617-626-1773.

With your pre-registration, Safety-
Kleen will assgn you a time to appear at
the collection ste and tell you how much
you will be charged. The cog for dis-
posal will be $9 per gallon and $1.35
per pound. Pease pay on the day of the
collection event using a cashier's check.

Some 50,000 pounds of pesticides
have been removed to date from the
Massachusetts environment as a direct
result of the Bureau's annual collection
efforts. The November 2000 event is
expected to be the last Resticide Bu-
reau sponsored collection event for
waste pesticides for some time. n

Disposal
Alternatives for
Pestiade Applicators

Redticide applicators have several op-
tions for disposing unwanted pedticides
and empty containers in addition to the
Annual Resticide Collection program to
be conducted by the Massachusetts Resti-
cide Bureau this November. Licensed
and certified pedticide applicators, farm-
ers, sate agencies and municipal agen-
cies are eligible to participate in these
programs.

Pesticide Disposal in Lexington

Redticide applicators can now dispose
of unwanted pedticides as Universal
Waste at Minuteman Hazardous Rroduct
Facility in Lexington for a fee, 9:00 am to
2:00 pm on August 26, September 30,
October 28, and November 18. Applica-
tors are regponsble for making sure that
their pedticides are packaged correctly
for trangportation. Note that prices are
likely to be different than those in the
statewide pedticide collection pro-

Triple Rinsed Containers
Accepted in Leicester

Pegticide users now have an oppor-
tunity to recycle empty plastic pesticide
containers at Leicester Recycling Center
on the first, third and fifth Saturday of
each month from 8:00 amto 1:00 pm.

Containers must be triple rinsed or
pressure rinsed and free of any visual
chemical residue, wet or dry. Contain-
ers must also be dry and free of any
rinse waters when brought in. All caps,
label booklets and plastic Sleeves
should be removed. The center oper-
ates year round. Call 508- 892- 3121
for any special arrangements.

Several dealers are accepting triple
rinsed pegticide containers from their
customers. This program provides pesti-
cide users with a convenient free, envi-
ronmentally friendly service to recycle
empty, triple rinsed plastic agricultural
containers.
