Information for Military Personnel Claiming Residency Preference 

For the 2012 Firefighter Entry Level Exam
Pursuant to MGL Ch. 31, Section 58, an applicant is eligible to claim residency preference for the 2012 Firefighter Entry Level Exam if he or she has lived in the same civil service city or town from April 28, 2011 to April 28, 2012.  

For military personnel who were on full-time active duty during any part of or the entire 12-month period of April 28, 2011 to April 28, 2012, you may still be eligible to claim residency preference if you meet the following conditions*:  
	· You must have served a period of Full-Time Military Active Duty (for which you received or will receive a DD214) during any part of the 12 month period of April 28, 2011 to April 28, 2012. 
· You must have been a Massachusetts Resident at the time of entry to full-time active duty or your Home of Record on your DD214 for this period of active duty must be a city or town in Massachusetts.
· You must return to your Home of Record (Town A) or establish residency in a different Massachusetts municipality (Town B) within 90 days of the date of separation/release/discharge from this period of active duty as listed on your DD214.
