FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS
Who can apply?

Any manager in the Executive Branch with an M title can apply.

What level of manager can apply?

The CMCP is open to managers at all levels.

How do I apply?

The application is available at Mass.Gov/HRD and click on the MassHR link.  Complete and submit the CMCP Application packet and mail it by 5:00 PM on August 27, 2010 to:

When does the program start?

The CMCP starts with mandatory attendance at a 2-hour Orientation session the week of September 20, 2010.  Classes will begin the week of October 4th and will continue through June 2011.
What are the dates for the Orientation session?

The Orientation session will take place from 10:00 – 12:00 at the following locations:

· Boston (One Ashburton Place) – Monday, September 20
· West Boylston (Beaman Street) – Wednesday, September 22

· Taunton (1000 county Street) – Thursday, September 23
What happens if I miss the Orientation?
If a student misses the Orientation session assigned, he/she may attend an Orientation session in another location.
When do classes take place?
Classes will be held during regular work hours.  They begin at 9:00 AM and end at 4:00 PM.

How many classes are there?

There are seven (7) classes, approximately one per month, October through April, a Final Project presentation in May culminating in a graduation ceremony in June.

Where will the classes be held?

Classes will be held in Boston (One Ashburton Place), in West Boylston (Beaman Street) and in Taunton (1000 county Street).
How will I know if a class is cancelled?
A message will be posted on the CMCP voicemail by 3:00 PM the day before the posted class date.  Students are responsible to check for cancellations.

Will there be any class work to do outside of class?

In some cases pre-work will be assigned and required by the faculty.  This will be provided to you before hand.

What if I have to drop out of the program for some reason?

Participants who start the program and have to drop out will be allowed to complete the program the following year.
How many participants will there be in each class?

There will be about 25 participants in each section.

How can I find out more information about the final project?
Participants will receive more information about final projects in the Orientation session and again in January 2011 before the proposals for the projects are due.   Proposals will be due in February 2011.  A list of EHS Management Certificate Program participant projects will be available soon on the MassHR website.
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
