Extension of Military Pay Act
We are pleased to announce that Outside Section 131, “Active Duty Public Employees – Salary Differential,” was passed as part of the FY2012 budget signed by Governor Patrick (see http://www.mass.gov/bb/gaa/fy2012/os_12/h131.htm). This legislation extends Chapter 182, Section 77 of the Acts of 2008 to September 11, 2014.  The legislation amends Chapter 137, section 21 of the Acts of 2003 that provided compensation and other benefits to employees of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts who have been called into active military service since September 11, 2001.  The legislation is part of an ongoing effort to reduce the economic hardship on our employees who have demonstrated such commitment, courage and dedication.  

The legislation covers all employees of the Commonwealth who have been granted a military leave of absence after September 11, 2001 to serve on active duty in the Army National Guard, the Air National Guard or a reserve component of the armed forces of the United States. The act applies to all employees called to active service, other than training, after September 11, 2001 through September 11, 2014, regardless of whether or not they are still on active duty as of the enactment of the legislation.
