Minority 25% or more of residents
population belong to a minority group
Foreign- 25% or more of residents are
born foreign-born
English 25% or more of residents lack

proficiency English language proficiency

income, English proficiency
and foreign-born

Populations meeting all four EJ criteria

income, minority population,
English proficiency and foreign-born
