The Gopen Fellowship is a one year, 20 hour per week work and learning opportunity for a person with a developmental disability.  It was established in 2001 to honor disability advocate Barbara Wilensky Gopen.  The Gopen Fellow works primarily at the Institute for Community Inclusion (ICI) in Boston, and two times per month at the Massachusetts Developmental Disabilities Council (MDDC) in Quincy.

During the Fellowship, the Gopen Fellow will:
· Work on an original disability project of the Fellow’s choice.  This will include creating a final product; for example a brochure, a presentation or a webpage.  

·  Attend meetings to obtain information about the chosen project. 

· Attend conferences, trainings, meetings and events to learn about disability services, public policy, advocacy, government and other areas of interest.
· Share information about project activities with Massachusetts Developmental Disabilities Network agencies and other disability organizations.
The Fellowship will begin on July 1, 2013 and end on June 30, 2014.   The annual stipend is $20,000, paid bi-weekly.

To apply for the Fellowship, submit a written proposal, a resume, and three letters of reference (see attached instructions).
The deadline to apply for the Fellowship is Tuesday, May 7, 2013.
