Updates:

The Advancing Government Accountability (AGA) on Citizen reporting acknowledged the Council and Craig Hall for Excellence in Citizen Reporting for 2012.  This is the 6th consecutive year the Council has been recognized by the AGA. 
Faith Behum received a Citation for Outstanding Performance, signed by the Governor.  Also congratulations to Kristin Britton who graduated from the Commonwealth Management Certificate Program, a seven month program addressing team leadership, collaboration and strategic management.
