Third Annual Photo Contest Showcasing Individuals with

If you answered yes, then we want to hear about it. Send the Massachusetts Developmental Disabilities Council a digital or printed picture of yourself at your job. Include a brief two to four sentence description of the picture. The description should include your workplace’s name, your job title, and your favorite part of your job. 

Are you the parent or guardian of an individual with a developmental disability who works in the community? 
Parents or guardians can also send a digital or printed picture of their family member working in the community. Include a brief two to four sentence description of the picture. The description should include where he or she works, his or her job title, and his or her favorite part of their job. 

How to Submit a Photo: 
Individuals will be able to submit photos until October 20th, 2016. To submit an electronic entry, attach your photo in a “.jpeg” format to an email with the photo’s description and send it to faith.behum@state.ma.us. In the email, please include your full name, street address, email address, and telephone number. To submit a printed picture, mail the picture to Photo Contest C/O Faith Behum, MA Developmental Disabilities Council, 100 Hancock Street, Suite 201, Quincy, MA 02171. Include in the envelope the picture’s description as well as your full name, street address, email address (if you have one) and your telephone number. Pictures that are mailed must be post-marked by October 20th, 2016 to be eligible for the contest. 
Choosing Contest Winners: 
On October 21st, all submissions will be posted to the MDDC’s Facebook page where people will be invited to vote for their favorites until October 28th. The photo that receives the most votes will be declared the winner, and the winner will be announced November 1, 2016 via the MDDC’s Facebook page and on Twitter. 

Contest Prizes:

The first place winner will be eligible to receive support of up to $250 from the Council Empowerment Funds Program toward the expenses of attending any disability related conference or training event.
