AMENDED NOTICE OF PROPOSED AMENDMENT OF REGULATIONS, 425 CMR 2.00

PUBLIC HEARING AND PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

Change Of Location For Public Hearing - Ashburton Cafe Function Room; March 25, 1pm-3pm

Extension Of Deadline For Public Comment Period – 5pm on April 15, 2016

The Supplier Diversity Office  (SDO) of the Operational Services Division (OSD) of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts proposes to revise its regulations, currently codified at 425 CMR 2.00 (Certification), promulgated pursuant to M.G.L. c. 7, §§ 57, 58, 58A, 59, 61. 

The proposed amendment of the regulations currently codified at 425 CMR 2.00, include the following changes:

· Changes the name in the regulations from the State Office of Minority and Women Business Assistance (SOMWBA) to the Supplier Diversity Office (SDO), consistent with M.G.L. c. 7, §§ 57, 58, 58A, 59, 61; 

· Acknowledges the statutory move of the SDO from the Department of Business and Technology (DBT) to the Operational Services Division (OSD); 

· Adds new definitions and new sections and clarifies certain definitions, in order to make the regulations more comprehensive and reader friendly; and

· Enhances the SDO Appeal Board Section of the prior regulations.

You may view the proposed Regulations on OSD’s website at www.mass.gov/osd.  A public hearing will be held to discuss these regulations in the Ashburton Cafe Function / Meeting Room located on the Plaza Level of One Ashburton Place, Boston, MA 02108 from 1:00 PM to 3:00 PM on Friday, March 25, 2016.  The room is accessible through doors at the rear of the cafeteria (on the long side facing the Saltonstall Building) or by the rear hallway.

OSD/SDO may adopt a revised version of these regulations after taking into account relevant comments and any other practical alternatives which come to the Department’s attention. 

Please note that when the regulations were posted with the Secretary of State’s Office and on our website, they referenced a proposed new regulation number, 802 CMR 8.00.  However, the Secretary of State’s Office has asked that we retain the same regulation number, 425 CMR 2.00, after the regulation promulgation process.  As such, the draft regulations listed on our website as 802 CMR 8.00 contain the content of what we are proposing; however, when finalized the regulation number for the new regulations will remain 425 CMR 2.00. 
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
