I am vetoing this section, which changes the disposition of the consolidated net surplus, because it would potentially divert money away from taxpayers.  Moreover, it interferes with Executive Branch prerogative.

I am vetoing this section consistent with my reduction of item 0612-1010 in section 2 because it is inconsistent with my Recovery Budget recommendation, which extends the period by which the Commonwealth needs to eliminate its unfunded pension liability from 2018 to 2028.

Section  20  

While I am mindful of the important reason why section 20 and section 68 have been proposed, I am vetoing these sections because the overall public safety of the citizens of the Commonwealth makes necessary the timely and efficient removal of ice and snow from streets and highways.
