ARRA REPORT OF GRANT AWARDS RECEIVED BY DEPARTMENT – GLOSSARY
CFDA#

 
Grant funds made available from the federal government are listed by program in the Catalog of Federal Domestic Assistance (CFDA).  Each grant program is assigned a number for tracking purposes.    A CFDA number is comprised of two components: the first two characters identify the federal funding agency while the last three characters identify the specific program defined in the Catalog.  
PROGRAM

The alpha/numeric identifier assigned by the department to a particular project or activity.  The Program Code may be 1-10 characters in length.

PROGRAM NAME

If the grant award is a formula grant and not confined to a specific project, Program Name is a descriptive title that captures the general focus area, e.g. “community service”.
If the grant award is a project grant or the funding is for fixed periods or specific projects (e.g. training grants, demonstration grants, planning or technical assistance grants) or the funding is for construction, the Program Name is a descriptive title specific to the individual project  funded from the award.
DEPT (Department)

A department is a legal entity of state government established by the legislature with a specific mission. Departments may report to cabinet-level units of government known as executive offices/ secretariats or they may be independent divisions or departments. The state accounting system uses a 3-character Department Code that is displayed along with a department name.

APPROP (Appropriation)

An eight-character expenditure account established to track financial activity for a specific purpose and time

For budgeted funds, this represents the amount authorized by the Legislature. Obligations can be incurred and expenditures can be made. The purpose of the appropriation and any other guidance with respect to the use of funds is included in the description contained within the budget account authorizing the appropriation, capital appropriation or federal award.  

APPROP NAME
The name assigned to that specific expenditure account.
AWARDED AMOUNT

The current total value of a particular grant awarded by a federal agency.  This is the amount reflected on the actual award letter which may be net of increases or decreases received after the original award letter.   
AMOUNT DRAWN
The total amount of the award requested from and received (cash) from the relevant federal government payment system.  Unless otherwise provided in the grant agreement, amounts drawn are based on cash disbursed.
UNCOLLECTED AWARDED

The difference between the awarded amount and the amount drawn.  
Inception to Date ENCUMBERED AND PRE-ENCUMBERED

An encumbrance is a budgetary document that commits funds for a specific purpose.  It reflects the amount the department has obligated, in most cases, the contracted amount. A pre-encumbrance is a budgetary mechanism to commit funds prior to a contract having been finalized. The inception to date encumbered and pre-encumbered field on reports represents the current net total of all encumbered and pre-encumbered amounts posted to a particular appropriation account/grant program from the inception of that program/appropriation.
TOTAL EXPENSES
The total of expenditures authorized by a department for payment. This includes amounts paid as well as those scheduled to be disbursed imminently.
MMARS UNCOMMITTED (BALANCE)
The total of funds awarded less the total of inception to date encumbered, pre-encumbered as well as total expenses as reflected in MMARS.
MMARS UNSPENT BALANCE
The Awarded Amount less the total expenses, as reflected in MMARS.
OUT Year Encumbered AND PRE-ENCUMBERED
The out year encumbered and pre-encumbered amount represents the commitment a department estimates will be required in years beyond the current fiscal year.  Out year amounts are not reflected in current encumbrance or pre-encumbrance totals, and are not reflected in current budget screens on MMARS.  Out year encumbrance and pre-encumbrance amounts will appear in budgets and factor into the formula to determine MMARS Uncommitted only when the once future year line equals the current fiscal year.
AVAILABLE AWARD BALANCE
The total award received less the total of: inception to date encumbered and pre-encumbered, total expenses and out-year encumbered and pre-encumbered.   Out-year commitments are not reflected in MMARS budget screens, therefore, this total is the result of a mathematical formula for the reports only.
FEDERAL AGENCY

 The federal agency that provided the funding for the grant award.  Examples could be Health and Human Services, The Department of Justice, The Environmental Protection Agency.
