By accepting the security access to Upload debt files for intercept, I understand and agree to verify and ensure, prior to any upload, that all debts are processed in accordance with 815 CMR 9.00 and any other requirements of the Office of the Comptroller, including that all debts transferred are appropriate for intercept, that all debtors have received a minimum of four dunning notices over a 120 day period, including notices of a right to a hearing under M.G.L. c.30A and a right to dispute the debt as required by law.

By accepting the security access to allow Intercept Activity Download and access any other post intercept information, I understand and agree that (1) The unauthorized disclosure of taxpayer information to anyone except the taxpayer, or his or her representative is prohibited.  Violation of this statute is punishable by a fine of not more than $1,000 and/or imprisonment for not more than six months, and by disqualification from holding office in the Commonwealth for a period not exceeding three years, M.G.L. c.62C s.21. (2) The Fair Information Practices Act (FIPA), M.G.L.c.66A prohibits the unauthorized disclosure of personal data.  Additionally, under M.G.L. c.214 s.3B, any holder of personal data who violates FIPA is liable for actual damages, exemplary damages of not less than $100 for each violation, costs and reasonable attorney fees.
