I am writing to request permission from the Rules Committee to amend two Appeals Court
standing orders. The purpose of the amendments is to incorporate the recently approved Supreme
Judicial Court Rule 1:24, Protection of Personal Identifying Information in Publicly Accessible
Court Documents. The current Appeals Court standing orders reference the 2009 Interim
Guidelines for the Protection of Personal Identifying Data in Publicly Accessible Court
Documents, which will be repealed and replaced by Supreme Judicial Court Rule 1:24,

Specifically, [ am requesting permission to amend one sentence in both the Appeals Court
standing order concerning petitions to the single justice and the Appeals Court standing order
governing motions to stay a judgment or execution of sentence filed pursuant to Mass. R.A.P. 6.
