· FLB approved minutes for January 6, 2005 meeting 

· Hearing scheduled for Mr. Brooks appeal of the FLB decision re: J. Soper and P. Catanzaro will be postponed due to no show by Mr. Brooks. Mr. Brooks was apparently confused about the date of the appeal hearing.

FLB agreed to allow James DiMaio to write Mr. Brooks stating that we will allow him to present his appeal at the March 24, 2005 FLB meeting.

· Reviewed and approved renewal applications packages submitted by:

· FLB reviewed and unanimously approved the new application package submitted by Michelle Matteo.

· FLB had a discussion about new and renewal applicants who use their SAF-Certified Forester status to satisfy MA requirements.

M. Kelty reported that C.F. “new” applications now require a BS plus 5 years of experience, which allows you to take a rigorous exam that must be passed to become certified.

Matt also reported that in the case of CF “renewals”, SAF requires the same minimum of 60 credits over a three year period, but does not require the documentation of CFE’s as we do with non-CF applicants. FLB will gather more information to determine if a change of the DCR Policy on SAF-CF’s.  is necessary. 

· FLB reviewed and discussed changes to the application which is sent to new applicants. The FLB will now accept Chapter 132 plans as experience of a professional nature (EPN) when the Long-Term (LT) management option is chosen. The Secretary will continue work on revising the application package and get the latest draft to board members.

· FLB recommends to Director Geigis that Gordon Boyce be reappointed to another term as the “Public Employee” Board member. James DiMaio agreed to pass that recommendation on to the Director.

James Kelley and Scott Sylvester are also serving their 2nd terms which will expire on 7/1/06 and 8/2/06 respectively.

The regulations specify that no member shall be appointed for more than two full terms.

· FLB had a discussion on license suspensions. It was determined that the Secretary will notify DCR Service Foresters of a Forester whose license has been suspended. During the term of the suspension the Forester will not be allowed to practice forestry as defined in the regulations.
