1.  Please check the page numbering system it seems of (after 38, page 36.1 appears)
2. 10.02 Definitions - 
   * Experience of a technical nature - change "carrying out" to "implementing"
   * Professional Services - delete "as defined above as the practice of forestry" - it’s just awkward and repetitive
   * suggest use capitals for”Practice of Forestry”   and "Experience" wherever used incl. in the definitions
4. 10.04 (2) - page 36.1 - is the last phrase beginning with "Any additional forestry or natural resource management...." should be (d) and 10:04(4) becomes 10:04(3), etc.

FLB unanimously approved the above changes.
