National Grid Partnership Grant Application Packet
What are Urban and Community Forestry National Grid Partnership Grants?
The Massachusetts Department of Conservation and Recreation (DCR) Urban and Community Forestry Program in partnership with the National Grid Company is offering matching grants to municipalities in which National Grid has completed their ACT Reliability Improvement Program.  These grants are made for the purposes of community tree replacement planting and building local capacity for excellent urban and community forestry. 
The DCR Urban and Community Forestry Program assists communities and nonprofit groups in their efforts to protect and manage community trees and forest ecosystems, with the ultimate aim of improving the environment and enhancing livability of all of Massachusetts’ communities.

What is Urban and Community Forestry?
For the purpose of these grants, Urban and Community Forestry refers to professional management (planting, protection and maintenances) of a municipality’s public tree resources in partnership with residents and community institutions.  
On a broader scale, Urban and Community Forestry involves the community in the management of all a municipality’s or region’s “green infrastructure” in order to maximize social, economic and environmental quality. Step 1: Intent to Apply.
If your community is eligible for a National Grid Partnership Urban and Community Forestry Challenge Grant, you must submit an Intent to Apply Form. You may download this form at www.mass.gov/dcr/stewardship/forestry/urban/06NGrid-Intenttoapply.doc. 

You should submit an Intent to Apply Form well in advance of your final proposal so that our staff can follow up with you on your ideas.  Final full proposals should be submitted within one year of the completion of the National Grid work in your community.  
Who can apply?
Eligible groups include all units of local government and nonprofit 501(c)(3) organizations on behalf of the local government in communities in which National Grid has competed their ACT Reliability Improvement Program.  Local tree wardens are specifically encouraged to apply. Local citizen tree groups are encouraged to participate, and should coordinate through their local tree warden for this program. How Much Can We Apply for under an Urban Forestry Grant?
The selected communities are eligible for grant awards up to $5,000, $10,000 or $15,000 depending on the population and impact of the National Grid ACT program in that community.  All grants must be matched 25% by local funds or in-kind contributions.  (In other words, if you apply for a $9,000, you must show a local match of $3,000 for a combined project cost of $12,000.)

What can we apply for under an Urban Forestry Grant?
This grant program seeks to fund projects which will result in replacement tree plantings and sustained improvements in local capacity for excellent urban and community forestry management in six key areas:

· Building and Strengthening Citizen Advocacy and Action Organizations: We seek to fund projects that develop, strengthen or sustain citizen groups or non-profit organizations that advocate and / or act to promote excellent urban and community forestry management.  Examples of such groups include a Friends of Trees, an official Tree Committee, citizen pruner groups or a community trees oriented non-profit.  Priority will be given to projects that result in the development of new groups in communities that do not currently have them.
· Developing and Adopting Tree and Forest Ordinances and Policies: We seek to fund projects to develop, approve and implement new ordinances, zoning regulations or written policies that will result in improved tree and forest management and the preservation of healthy tree canopy on a community scale. Projects in this area must include the integration of the principles of planting the “right trees in the right place” into local regulation and policy.  Communities must adopt resolutions that require “wire-friendly” tree plantings under utility wires. All projects should include implementation strategies such as staff training, public awareness, outreach to other municipal departments or enforcement mechanisms.  Efforts to document and put into writing successful existing policies are also encouraged.
· Securing or Training Professional Staff: All Massachusetts communities should have a qualified Tree Warden with professional training.  Communities over 10,000 are required to do so by law.  We will consider projects that result in sustained improvements in professional staffing in a municipality’s urban and community forestry program.  Projects could include funding a Tree Warden’s arborist certification training, attendance at training courses, a cost share effort to create a new city forester position, or hiring a consultant to assist in community forest management. · Developing and Implementing an Urban Forestry Management Plan: We seek to fund the development and implementation of plans that guide the strategic management of urban forest resources at the community level.  Plans should be based on a professional resource assessment.  Such projects could include the development of a street tree management plan, implementation of a tree inventory system, or the inclusion of an urban forestry component in a master plan or open space plan. We encourage communities to avoid “re-inventing wheels,” and we support efforts to use existing inventory systems, adapt existing management plans or add to related management documents.  Management and planting plans developed under this program must address issues of “right tree, right place,” electrical hazard awareness and risk tree assessment and management.  
· Attaining a Tree City USA Award: We seek to fund projects which result in new communities achieving the Tree City USA designation.  For more information on Tree City USA, see www.mass.gov/dcr/stewardship/forestry/urban/urbanFAQs.htm.  Sample projects could include developing a public education campaign to develop community support for urban forestry, organizing and implementing a community-wide Arbor Day celebration, or developing a strategy to increase local funding for urban forestry.
· Completing Strategic Community Tree Plantings: This grant may be used to fund high visibility community tree plantings that enhance environmental and aesthetic quality and strengthen community involvement.  All planting projects must incorporate the principles of planting the right trees in the right places. Only approved low-growing species may be planted in proximity to utility infrastructure.  

· Completing “Heritage” Tree Care Projects: We will also consider projects that include professional arborist care of “Heritage” trees (those larger trees over 32” in diameter that have a documented cultural and/or historical significance) if these projects also result in enhanced public awareness and support for urban and community forestry and / or improved community tree care.  

ANSWERS TO FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

What should we do first if we are interested in applying for an Urban Forestry Grant?

Read over this entire application packet very carefully!  Talk to others in your community. Then submit an Intent to Apply Form. 
What activities can be funded under an Urban Forestry Grant?
These grant funds can be used for any activity related to your project except food, pass-through grant programs, childcare, excessive administrative overhead, stipends for board members, computer equipment, construction costs or capital improvements (other than tree planting).  

If a grant is awarded, how will the funds become available?

Once the grants are awarded, recipients are reimbursed for satisfactory work completed and inspected by DCR staff within the contract period. (Projects cannot begin until the contract is signed by the Commissioner of the DCR.) Funds are not provided up front.  Final receipts for reimbursement must be submitted along with verification of matching expenses or in-kind services. Completed reimbursement forms shall be submitted to the Department within 30 days of contract completion. Grantees can expect reimbursement within 45 days of receipt submittal. 

What exactly is a “matching” grant?

This opportunity requires a 25% match. In other words, if you apply for a $9,000, you must show a local match of $3,000 for a combined project cost of $12,000.  Matching funds or services may be either cash or “in-kind” and may come from local/state grants, donations, labor or equipment.  You may use current reasonable rates (i.e., the value of a professional consultant’s time based upon his/her standard hourly rate of pay) when estimating the value of volunteer time or services.  
Should we include letters of support?

Projects that include a broad range of partners and participants will be favored.  Letters of support from key cooperators will strengthen the application, and should include specific commitments (e.g., amount of volunteer labor committed, estimated graphic design services, office space, etc.) and not just a general statement of support.  All applications should also include a letter from the Tree Warden indicating their involvement in the project.
How will grants be evaluated and selected?

An Evaluation Committee will score and rank the applications based on their relative strengths. The Committee will make recommendations on applications to the DCR Commissioner and the Executive Office of Environmental Affairs, who will make final determinations. 
The criteria for rating proposals include:

1. Application is complete, detailed and clearly presented
5 points

2. Proposal will result in sustained improvements in local capacity for excellent urban and community forestry management in one or more of the six areas identified above
25 points
3. Project involves diverse members of the community in planning and implementation
5 points
4. Budget and Timeline are reasonable, accurate and clearly presented
5 points
5. Community is a Tree City USA community
    5 points
Whom can we call with questions or to discuss a project?

All potential applicants are encouraged to contact the DCR Office of Urban and Community Forestry to discuss potential projects.  Applicants are more likely to be successful if they do so. APPLICATION INSTRUCTIONS AND CHECKLIST
Please read carefully and submit all of the following items with your final grant application.  If you do not submit all of the items it may reflect poorly on your application or delay a grant award.
FACE SHEET

· Completed Grant Application Face Sheet (Project summary must be completed on this form, do not write “see attached”).

· The face sheet must be signed with an original signature by an authorized person.

NARRATIVE (3-5 pages)


Background: Provide a brief background of your community program or nonprofit organization including mission and goals for the next several years (1 page maximum).

· Project Description: Include what you expect to be developed, produced, performed and/or implemented; how you will achieve your results; and a clear and measurable work plan for the project (2-3 pages). 
· Tree Planting Plan, Heritage Tree Care Plan, and Detailed Locations: If your project involves tree planting, and/or “Heritage” tree care, you should identify both in a list and on a detailed map, specific locations, species and sizes of trees.  Remember these grants may not be used for capital improvements other than strategic tree planting.  
· Who: Who will lead the project? Who will be involved?  For tree planting and tree care projects, a certified arborist should be involved.  Please specifically describe how your project proposal incorporates diverse members of the community in its planning and implementation.
· Sustainability: These grants are not intended to provide ongoing funding.  Describe how your project and its results will be maintained and sustained into the future.  How will trees be maintained? How will new positions be sustained?  How will plans be updated and implemented?
· Evaluation:  Describe how you will evaluate the success of your project.

DETAILED BUDGET AND PROJECT TIMELINE
· A detailed budget showing the estimated costs, specific use of funds and sources of matching funds. Please address in this detailed budget attachment: 1) what components of the project DCR is requested to fund, 2) what component of the project matching sources will fund, and 3) specifically, what the funds will be spent on.  Please indicate the sources of matching funds and whether they are 'in-hand' or pending.  Matching funds and volunteer time should be specific to the project.

· A project timeline showing anticipated dates of accomplishment of specific project tasks.

ATTACHMENTS AND FORMS
· Letters of commitment from key cooperators and supporters that indicate specific contributions to the proposed project. 

· Signed Standard Contract form: In order to speed the process of awarding grants, applicants should download, sign and submit a Standard Contract Form. Please sign at the “For the Contractor” line and be sure to date the form by hand.  On the form, please complete only the spaces preceded by an arrow.
