	What is Valid Data
	Data from a monitor that has been properly installed, calibrated, maintained and operated according to the regulatory requirements [see 40 CFR 60.58b and 310 CMR 7.08(2)].  Valid data does not include data collected during periods in which the monitor was improperly calibrated, or not working properly.

Periods during daily calibrations are not considered to be missing data provided valid data was captured for two data points, in two different quadrants within the hour, to constitute a valid hour of data. This time field includes downtime when no data or invalid data was collected (e.g. failed Relative Accuracy Testing Audit (RATA).

	
	

	Number of Operating Days in which 75% Daily Availability was Achieved
	The number of days during which the MWC combusted MSW,  in which valid data was captured for at least 75% of the hours during the day that MSW was burned.

	
	
	

	Percent Valid Data Capture in Days per Month
	The percentage of days during the month the municipal waste combustion unit burned MSW and that valid data was captured for at least 75% of the hours MSW was burned during the day

For example, if the MWC unit burned municipal solid waste on 30 days in a month, and sufficient valid data was gathered (i.e. valid data was captured for at least 75% of the operating day) for 27 days during that month, the percent valid data for the month would be 90 percent [(27/30) * 100].
