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Context
All programs participating in the Massachusetts Quality Rating and Improvement System (QRIS) are required to use QRIS measurement tools at Levels 2, 3 and 4 as part of their self-assessment process.  These QRIS Measurement tools are used to effectively measure process quality indicators (e.g., classroom quality through the Environment Rating Scales, teacher-child interactions through the ARNETT Caregiver Interaction Scale or Classroom Assessment Scoring System) and structural quality indicators (e.g., program administration and leadership through Business Administration Scale, Program Administration Scale or Assessing After-School Program Practices Tool).  Educators can benefit from support and training on how to use research-based measurement tools to evaluate their programs, as well as implement program improvement efforts.
Given the high demand for training and materials to support the QRIS, the Massachusetts Department of Early Education and Care (EEC) funded an FY2014/2015 QRIS Measurement Tools Grant that included training on the tools included in the QRIS.  The use of research-based measurement tools in preschool and out-of-school time settings is an important method to support developmentally appropriate individualized teaching and is an integral part of high quality programming.  
Description or Purpose of Procurement:
Through this competitive Grant Application, EEC may award a grant to one or more entities who will design and coordinate training on the QRIS measurement tools and provide access to those tools to support program improvement in settings serving children birth to age thirteen (13) across the Commonwealth.  The grantee will also coordinate with Educator and Provider Support (EPS) grantees to ensure locally that programs engaged in QRIS have access to and are being trained to use the measurement tools in their programs. The grantee will develop and deliver modules for the Environment Rating Scales and other tools used in the MA QRIS.

About EEC

The work of EEC is steeped in the notion that brain building is in progress for young children in enriching environments with caring adults and meaningful and engaging interactions.  The latest science shows that these early experiences actually build the architecture of the developing brain much like a house is built from the bottom up. 

When you understand the sequence and process by which brains are built, it’s easy to understand why it’s wiser to start every child out strong.  Trying to change behavior or build new skills on a weak foundation requires more work and is less effective than providing brain building interactions and environments early in life.  Brain building is an investment that yields high returns, an investment in the economic prosperity of everyone in Massachusetts as the next generation will pay that back through a lifetime of productivity and responsible citizenship.

We know that children's earliest experiences are especially important because building the human brain begins even before birth; a strong foundation in early years greatly increases the chance of positive outcomes.  Massachusetts estimates that as many as 135,000 children from birth to age five face one or more risk factors each day that could lead to toxic stress, with as many as 20,000 (15%) facing three or more risk factors that without intervention are likely to lead to developmental delays.[footnoteRef:1]   [1:  National Center for Children in Poverty. EEC is focused on strengthening the system of early education and care in Massachusetts as a critical element of the education pipeline from cradle to career.  The system EEC is building includes all children, not just those who are subsidized or in formal care.  To that end, EEC provides services for children in Massachusetts through a mixed delivery system which includes group and center based programs, out- of-school time programs, family child care homes, public preschool programs, private preschool programs, kindergarten, and Head Start programs.  EEC is also responsible for licensing over 9,000 early education and care and out of school time programs throughout Massachusetts and for providing financial assistance to eligible families seeking early education and care or out of school time programs that serve approximately 56,000 children, birth to fourteen (14) years of age, from low-income families.     
EEC strives to bring together a growing community of early education and care providers, educators, academic researchers, business leaders, families and individuals to raise awareness of the critical importance of fostering the cognitive, social, and emotional development of young children.  By giving a strong start to our youngest citizens we create a stronger, more prosperous future for all.  Massachusetts is dedicated to increasing coordination in our system of early learning and development and aims to prepare children for school success, especially those with the highest needs.  

Priorities

Through this grant opportunity, EEC seeks to gain statewide access to effective training on the measurement tools used in the QRIS for educators serving children birth to eight, in EEC’s mixed delivery system (Head start, private center-based programs, independent and system-affiliated family child care providers, and public and private schools). Training must be designed to meet the needs of multiple skill levels including those educators who are English Language Learners. Tools include the following:
· The Environment Rating Scales;
· The Classroom Assessment Scoring System (CLASS) and the ARNETT Caregiver Interaction Scale;
· The Program Administration Scale (PAS), Business Administration Scale (BAS) and the Assessing After-School Program Practices Tool (APT); and
· The Strengthening Families Tool.

The grantee will need to provide educators who attend these trainings with the specific tools by purchasing the Environment Rating Scales, CLASS, PAS, BAS and APT and accompanying materials. The grantee will also need to coordinate with trainers of the Business Expertise for Early Education (B3E) course to distribute PAS/BAS or other materials as needed and available.  

Required Services 
The grantee must provide the following services with the grant funds it is awarded:

I. Serve educators in a mixed delivery system which includes, child care centers, ASOST programs, family child care homes, public preschool programs, private schools, preschool and kindergarten programs, Head Start programs, infant/toddler centers and Early Intervention programs;
II. Support educators’ competency development in the QRIS measurement tools at all levels from initial through advanced, including, but not limited to, assistant teacher through experienced staff, such as directors and administrators; 
III. Develop services that address specific age groups, diverse learners, children with special needs and children who are at risk or subject to stress;
IV. Develop courses in the QRIS measurement tools that award academic currency such as continuing education units[footnoteRef:2] (CEUs) or college credits to participating educators; [2:  Continuing education units (CEUs) are a method for recognizing participation in professional development and training activities. One CEU is granted for each 10 hours of instruction. CEUs must be issued by organizations approved by EEC. Professional development opportunities paid for with EEC funding cannot be less than 0.5 CEUs (five hours). ] 

V. Organize and facilitate regional Professional Learning Communities (PLCs) at least quarterly to support embedding training into program practice;
VI. Ensure EEC’s online professional development calendar is kept up to date;
VII. Facilitate distribution of the BAS, PAS and supporting materials for the B3E.  
VIII. Collaborate with EPS Grantees to coordinate the delivery of training and build an infrastructure to support the use of the QRIS measurement tools as sustainable practices in the early education and out-of-school time fields and ensure that opportunities are distributed equitably, and that limited resources are used effectively.
IX. Collaborate with EEC’s Grantee for Reliable Raters to ensure best practices and the latest research and trends in Massachusetts are reflected in the trainings.
X. Grantees are required to incorporate the approved tagline for the Brain Building in Progress communications initiative on appropriate marketing and communications materials and resources that are funded in whole or part through this grant.  These materials and resources may include, but are not limited to, the following: marketing products (e.g., flyers, brochures, pamphlets); professional development products printed by the grantee (e.g., books/booklets, guides, course readers); websites; and other products as determined by EEC.  

Training
Training should be developed and delivered by the grantee and any partners or subcontractors.  However, scheduling and delivery should be coordinated with and by the EPS Grantees to ensure widespread availability statewide and adherence to EEC’s priority system for providing professional development. Training must be available in multiple languages, including, at a minimum, English, Spanish, Portuguese and Chinese.

Training must include:
I. Foundational training on the tools, including familiarizing educators and programs with specific tools required for their program types and utilizing tools to conduct self-assessments.
II. Advanced training on incorporating the data from self-assessments into their Continuous Quality Improvement Plans (CQIPs) to increase program quality.

Training must be available across the Commonwealth on all of the following tools:
· The Environment Rating Scales
· CLASS and the Arnett 
· PAS, BAS and APT
· The Strengthening Families Tool

The grantee must offer training opportunities through this grant that result in Continuing Education Units (CEUs) accepted by EEC and/or course credit(s) to educators for participation.  EEC accepts CEUs from an accredited college or university, Massachusetts Association for the Education of Young Children (MassAEYC), or any training institute accredited to deliver CEUs by the International Association for Continuing Education and Training (IACET).  All CEU courses must be a minimum of five hours in length.

Professional Learning Communities (PLCs):
PLCs should be held at least quarterly in each region to ensure educators have the required support to improve program practice following successful completion of training.  The grantee must identify a facilitator for each region that will continue in that capacity for the duration to ensure consistency. Some PLCs may be held via webinar, especially during winter months, where inclement weather may prohibit travel. 

Online Calendar
The grantee must enter all trainings on EEC’s online professional development calendar and strive to ensure information is accurate.  Once a training is complete, the grantee must enter the participants’ information into the online calendar utilizing the participants' EEC Professional Qualification Registry (PQR) identification number.

Collaboration with EPS Grantees
The grantee must allocate a portion of the overall QRIS Measurement Tools Grant budget to support a position that will be responsible for the needs assessment and scheduling of training in each EPS Regional Grant. 
The selected grantee will be responsible for working with each EPS Grantee to ensure there is a subcontract clearly outlining the responsibilities of each agency. Please see the Fund Use section of the Grant Application for detailed information about allowable purchases.  

Purchase of QRIS Measurement Tools and Supporting Materials
Vendor(s) must allocate a portion of the overall QRIS Measurement Tool Grant budget to provide training participants with QRIS measurement tools such as the Environment Rating Scales, PAS, BAS, APT, CLASS and/or supporting materials.  
Please see the Fund Use section of the Grant Application for detailed information about allowable purchases.  The grantee will be responsible for coordinating the distribution of all purchased materials.

Business Expertise for Early Education (B3E)
EEC contracted with a vendor, Little Sprouts, to develop an easily accessible resource to assist educators in both home-based and center-based settings with implementing sound business practices that will result in higher scores on the PAS and BAS to meet higher level criteria on the QRIS to demonstrate improved program quality. Trainers were trained statewide by Little Sprouts throughout FY14 and FY15.  A contact list of trainers will be made available to the grantee. The grantee must coordinate transfer of remaining tools and materials from Little Sprouts and facilitate distribution to trainers for use by participants.

Target of Services
Services and materials made available through grant funds must first target programs that are currently participating in QRIS and where 50% or more children receive financial assistance .   It is encouraged that services be made available to those programs where 50% or less  of children receive financial assistance when possible (i.e., trainings are encouraged to be open to all programs).   The grantee should work with EPS Grantees to identify those programs. For the purposes of this grant, children receiving financial assistance are defined as:
· Children accessing care through EEC contracts or vouchers;
· Children funded with Head Start dollars; and
· Children attending preschool programs operated by public schools that:
· Have a high proportion of children qualifying for free/reduced lunch; or
· Are at risk of or have been determined to be under-performing in accordance with sections 1J and 1K of Chapter 69 of the Massachusetts General Laws; and/or
· Have been placed in the accountability status of identified for improvement, corrective action, or restructuring pursuant to Massachusetts Department of Elementary and Secondary Education’s regulations; or
· Have been designated Commonwealth priority schools or Commonwealth Pilot Schools pursuant to Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 69, sec. 1J and 1K.



Training Outcomes
Applicants who propose in their Responses to serve the entire state must meet the following benchmarks each year: 
· Train a minimum of 800 early educators in courses on QRIS measurement tools that award currency.  At least half of those educators must work in a program where 50% or more children receive financial assistance as defined above.
· Provide QRIS measurement tools and supporting materials to a minimum of 225 programs.   At least half of those programs must serve 50% or more children who receive financial assistance as defined above.
· Develop a plan for integrating QRIS measurement tools into their early education and care or out-of-school time program and improving program practice for programs receiving tools and materials through this grant. 


Brain Building in Progress

Funding
Estimated Value of Procurement:   Up to $250,000 per state fiscal year
The funding for any renewal  resulting from this grant application is conditioned upon  satisfactory performance by the grantee.
Funding is subject to State and Federal budget allotment and appropriation.  Should additional funds become available, EEC reserves the right to make additional awards based on the responses received, the needs of the Commonwealth, identified professional development needs, if applicable, and/or best value to the Commonwealth.  EEC reserves the right to reallocate funding to existing grantees in the event one or more grant is terminated or ended prior to the grant term.  EEC also reserves the right, in the event additional funding becomes available, to add additional required services and/or extend the existing services.  

Funding Use

Funds associated with this grant must be used to support the QRIS Measurement Tools grant objectives, goals and priorities.  EEC reserves the right to approve, deny or request modifications on planned fund use.

The  grantee may use grant funds for the following purposes:
Allowable Fund Use:  

· Administrators:  An administrator may be a person who supervises or is in charge of an activity, department, or organization.  This includes staff who may coordinate activities and functions of a designated project to ensure that goals and objectives specified for the project are accomplished.
· Instructional/Professional Staff:  Professional staff that are qualified to provide either instructional or direct services, based on education/training and experience. 
· Conduct outreach to programs as a means of providing services
· Planning time for implementation of training sessions

· Support Staff: Non-professional staff that either provide non-instructional services or support services.  

· Fringe Benefits:  Fringe benefits are allowances and services by employers to their employees as compensation in addition to regular salaries and wages.  Fringe benefits include Federal Tax, State Tax, FICA, Mass Unemployment, Health Insurance, Worker's Compensation, Medicare, SUTA, Other Retirement Systems, Other Fringe costs, as applicable.

· Contractual Services:  Funds to pay to another individual or agency to carry out a single purpose or specific service to meet the objectives of the grant at a specific rate per Hour/Day/Week/Year/Flat, such as qualified consultants/contractors or vendor staff to conduct QRIS measurement tools training and consultation. Details regarding the # of Hours/Days/Weeks/Year/Flat should be outlined when requesting these funds.

· Supplies & Materials: Supplies that will be used to carry out the required services of the grant.  These supplies and materials are items costing less than $5,000 per unit or having a useful life of less than a year.  These include instructional materials to implement educational activities, such as the measurement tools, and non-instructional supplies.
· Laptops (price not to exceed $1,000.00 per laptop) and Tablets (price not to exceed $600.00 per tablet) are to be used for the sole purpose of supporting the implementation of the QRIS measurement tools grant including conducting training and PLCs.

· Travel: Travel expenses for program administrators, program coordinators, and professional staff for in-state travel costs required to implement grant specific activities (i.e., mileage). Out-of-state travel must be approved in advance by EEC.

· Other Costs:  This sub-line is used to indicate costs associated with a variety of activities outlined in the application instructions. 
· Advertising
· Telephone/Utilities
· Equipment Rental
· Memberships and Subscriptions
· Costs of membership in civic, business, technical, and professional organizations are reimbursable provided that: (a) the benefit from the membership is related to the project, (b) the expenditure is for agency -- and not individual -- membership, and (c) the cost of the membership is reasonably related to the value received.
· Printing/Reproduction
· Note that photocopying costs belong under printing/reproduction in this line; while amounts budgeted to purchase paper for the photocopier would be listed under Supplies.  The lease of a photocopying machine would be listed under Equipment Rental in this line, while the purchase of such a machine would be listed under Equipment, depending on the cost.
· Staff Training
· Please include staff training under Capacity Building: Professional Development
· Rental of Space
· Other

· Capacity Building:  May be defined as the acquisition of skills and knowledge for staff development in order to enhance their capacity to implement the requirements of the QRIS measurement tools grant. 

· Indirect Cost:  Indirect Costs are costs incurred for common objectives that benefit multiple programs administered by the grantee organization, or the organization as a whole, and as such are not readily assignable to a particular program funding stream.
· Indirect Costs are part of the expenses allocated to administrative funds.
· Under no circumstances can the use of the indirect cost rate exceed the amount of funds (10% of the total grant) allocated to administrative purposes.
· A grantee can use an indirect cost rate ONLY IF it submits documentation stating the approved rate on letterhead from the approving agency.  The Indirect Cost Rate Letter (Federal) is usually from Health and Human Services.  Public Schools do not need an Indirect Cost Rate approval letter. · All subcontractors and partners performing services on behalf of the applicant to meet the required services of this grant proposal must be approved by EEC.

All Administration Costs for the Grantee and Subcontractors (if applicable) cannot exceed 10% of the grant requested amount. Administrative expenses are defined as necessary costs that are associated with the management, administrative, clerical, and general functions of the grant.

Unallowable Fund Use:

· Lobbying Expenses:  Grant funds shall not be used to cover costs incurred by employees, lobbyists, or consultants to influence any local, state or Federal legislation or policy in either the Legislative or Executive branch.
Reporting
Activities funded through this grant must help lead to the following outcomes for programs receiving services from the grantee:
· Informed program practice and planning;
· Targeted professional development for program staff; and
· Ongoing support and reflective supervision for educators in their use of QRIS measurement tools.
The following data and outcomes will be collected from the grantee on the 5th of each month for the previous month and will be submitted on a template provided by EEC:

· Number of educators who received training on the QRIS measurement tools through this grant
· Number of programs[footnoteRef:3] represented by educators trained and tools received [3:  For the purpose of this grant “program” is defined by an individual program site and/or family child care home.] 

· Number of children impacted through the grant
· Number and type of tools and materials distributed
· Courses delivered
· Course participants

Note: The required monthly report will be an Excel workbook and will be based on the FY2017 QRIS measurement tools Projected Deliverables workbook.

Evaluation Criteria 
EEC will disqualify any incomplete grant application from consideration/review.
EEC will score proposals, in part, according to the general evaluation and rating criteria shown below.  EEC reserves the right to develop specific evaluation and rating criteria for each grant application to be used by evaluators reviewing grant applications.  Scores will be used to assess the strength of proposals received and to determine whether a performance/monitoring plan should be developed and implemented for a grantee.  EEC reserves the right to alter the amount of funding, available to or awarded to a grantee based on the grantee’s score.  Additionally, EEC reserves the right not to renew a grant based on a respondent’s proposal score. 
In determining whether to renew or award a grant,  EEC may consider a number of relevant factors including but not limited to:  the respondent’s proposal score, the respondent’s experience in providing the relevant services, the respondent’s or proposed subcontractor’s qualifications, the respondent’s proposed outline for completing the required services, if applicable, the cost of services as outlined in the respondent’s proposed budget detail and expenditure description, the respondent’s contracting/grant history with the Commonwealth, the respondent’s compliance with reporting requirements, and/or best value to the Commonwealth.
EEC has included the general evaluation and rating criteria (shown below) to guide the grantee in completing the grant application.
