Questions and Answers 

Please note that some of the questions submitted by the grantees may have been rephrased and/or consolidated.

Budget (Part 5)
Q1.  If an agency has an indirect cost approval letter that authorizes a rate that exceeds 8%, why is there an 8% limit for this grant? Is there any chance that this rate could be amended for this RFR?
A1.  The Administrative Costs associated with this grant cannot exceed 8%.  According to the express terms of the Grant Application, a Lead Agency may only include Indirect Costs within the 8% administrative cost cap of this funding opportunity, if it submits documentation stating the approved rate on letterhead from the approving agency.  Be advised that the administrative cost cap will not be amended, even if the Lead Agency has an Indirect Cost Approval letter that exceeds 8%.

Projected Deliverables (Part 8)
Q2.  What information should be included in the description section of the Projected Deliverables?
A2.  Appendix H: FY 2015 Mental Health Projected Deliverable Guidelines, posted with the grant application, provides additional guidance regarding information that must be included in the Projected Deliverables section.  Please carefully review this document prior to completing the required Projected Deliverables section of the on-line application. 

Required Grant Forms (Part 9) 
Logic Model

Q3.  The Grant Application (RFR), Online Application and Bidder's Conference notes indicate that an Early Childhood Mental Health Consultation Logic Model is a required grant form, including as indicated on Part 9 of the Online Application.  In particular, on the Part 9 of the Online Application it states “Early Childhood Mental Health Consultation Logic Model: Does your agency have a logic model for Early Childhood Mental Health Consultation? If yes, click the browse button to select the file “FY15_700 Agency name_ECMHC_Logic Model” from your computer to upload the online grant application.  This document must also be submitted with your hard copy application).” Can the EEC please clarify: Is the logic model attachment required or is this an optional attachment?   
A3. Part 9 of the on-line Grant Application requires the submission of a document confirming whether or not the Lead Agency uses a logic model for Early Childhood Mental Health Consultation.  If the Lead Agency does not currently use a logic model for Early Childhood Mental Health Consultation, the Lead Agency must submit a document stating that it does not have logic model for Early Childhood Mental Health Consultation.
Q4.  Typically a logic model is used to design and manage a project, used as a tool to present a conceptual framework that explains linkages among the project’s elements (goals, objectives, target population, resources activities, short and long term outcomes of what is proposed or the initiative is designed to achieve. Can EEC clarify for what purpose a logic model is required for this grant, and which data elements must be included in the submission of a logic model for this Mental Health Consultation program? 
A4. Through the submission of a logic model, EEC expects that each agency will explain the linkages among their project elements' goals, objectives, target population, resources activities, and short and long term outcomes and what your agency proposes to achieve through the use of these state funds.  Although EEC has a statewide system for Mental Health Consultation Services, EEC is also aware that there are programmatic and regional variations in the models used to carry out the requirements of grant. By collecting logic models from all Lead Agencies, EEC will have a better understanding of the regional variations with the goal towards creating a system of services that is aligned statewide. 
Q5.  What specifically needs to be included/addressed in the logic model?   
A5.Please see the question and response to Question 3 above. 
Q6.  Is there a particular way the data should be formatted or presented in the logic model document?
A6. No, provided that the logic model can be uploaded to the on-line application in Word, Excel or as a PDF.  
Q7.  Are we required to submit a hard copy of the Mental Health Consultation Service Log with our mailed grant application?
A7. No, please attach the Mental Health Consultation Service Log as a document (Excel) to the Online application and submit it as an email attachment with the other Grant Required Forms. Although the Grant Application states that the Mental Health Consultation Service Log is required to be submitted in a hard copy, a hard copy is no longer required.  Based on this response, p. 18 of the Grant Application at item (c)  is official amended to reflect this change.
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
