In our elementary schools, all students receive 60 minutes of core instruction.  All elementary students use one adopted program to enhance both horizontal and vertical alignments.  (Grade to grade across the city for children who may transfer and all elementary students from 8 schools entering 2 middle schools.)No child is pulled from the core instruction. Teachers check for understanding using formative assessments and may provide more targeted, small group instruction within the classroom.  Tier II intervention is presented in an additional 30 minutes outside the core instruction.  Coaches may provide inclusion services or pull out. Using curriculum assessments as well as Galileo benchmark data, students receive more targeted services in small groups or on an individual basis.  If a student still demonstrates though assessment a significant gap in learning, he may receive more math remediation on an individual basis.  These students may have also demonstrated a weak response to intervention and may now be referred for a building assistance meeting.
