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Overview
This document is a summary of the regulatory (603 CMR 7.00) requirements of obtaining a Superintendent/Assistant Superintendent, Principal/Assistant Principal, Special Education Administrator, School Business Administrator, and Supervisor/Director license.    
General Routes to Administrator Licensure

	Initial License
· Passing score on the Communication and Literacy Skills test.
· Possession of at least an Initial license in another educational role or three full years of employment in an executive management/leadership role or in a supervisory, teaching or administrative role in a public school, private school, higher education or other educational setting accepted by the Department. 
· Demonstration of successful application of the Professional Standards for Administrative Leadership set forth in 603 CMR 7.10 through completion of a Performance Assessment for Initial License and one of the following:
1. An approved post-baccalaureate program of studies including a supervised practicum/practicum equivalent in the role of the license sought.
2. An administrative apprenticeship/internship in the role of the license sought with a trained mentor, using Department guidelines.
3. A Panel Review.

Professional License
· Possession of an Initial license in the role of the professional license sought.
· Completion of a one-year induction program with a trained mentor.
· At least three full years of employment in the role of the professional license sought under the Initial license.

Superintendent/Assistant Superintendent
Preliminary License
1. Completion of at least three full years of employment in an executive management/leadership role or in a supervisory, teaching, or administrative role in a public/charter school, private school, higher education, or other educational setting accepted by the Department.
2. Passing score on the Communication and Literacy Skills test.

Initial License
Possession of at least an Initial license in another educational role or Preliminary Superintendent/Assistant Superintendent license and completion of three full years of employment in a district-wide, school-based, or other educational setting.


Principal/Assistant Principal
Initial
Possession of a Sheltered English Immersion (SEI) Endorsement


Special Education Administrator
Initial
Prerequisite Experience:
*Possession of at least an Initial license in special education, or as school guidance counselor, school principal/assistant school principal, school psychologist, school social worker/school adjustment counselor, or speech, language and hearing disorders teacher and completion of three full years of employment in a district-wide, school-based, or other educational setting, or
*Completion of at least three full years of employment in law, public policy, higher education, or other related field accepted by the Department.

School Business Administrator
Initial 
Prerequisite Experience: 
*Traditional experience requirement for administrators, or
*Completion of at least three full years of employment in a business management/administrative role in a business, educational, or other setting accepted by the Department.
School Business Administrator is the only administrator with a specified Subject Matter Knowledge. 
Supervisor/Director
Initial 
*Required for individuals employed for one-half time or more as a director, department head, or curriculum specialist.
*Core and non-core designated areas. 
*SEI required for core supervisor/directors that supervise core academic teachers of ELLs. 
*Core areas require at least 18 graduate credits in the subject matter knowledge of the core academic area or master’s degree in the arts or sciences in the core academic area. 


Adding another administrator license: 
In several cases you must have 3 years experience under an administrator license or complete a 300 hour internship to add another administrator license. 


	









Principal/Assistant Principal
· Close the loophole for out-of-state administrators - reciprocity refers administrators to the teacher regulations for “reciprocity.” Require PAL for out-of-state administrators with less than three years of experience. 
· Eliminate three grade levels of Principal/Assistant Principal licensure (PreK-6, 5-8 & 9-12) and only offer one level: “All levels”.  




















Supervisor/Director
· Substitute the requirement of additional graduate credit/master’s degree in a core academic area with a requirement for possession of an Initial or Professional. However, due to SEI, a distinction will continue between core and non-core licenses.





Adding Admin Licenses
· Accept less than three years of experience; however, each year of experience is equivalent to 100 hours of an internship. For example, one year of experience & a 200-hour internship could get you the new administrator license or two years experience & a 100-hour internship.
