




Massachusetts Statute & Regulations Crosswalk: Temporary License
Overview
This document outlines the statutory (M.G.L. 71 § 38G) and corresponding regulatory (603 CMR 7.00) aspects of obtaining a Temporary License in the Commonwealth. Each section has a table organized by statute, regulations, and recommendations for the working group to discuss.  
Purpose: The Temporary license is a credential designed to assist experienced, out-of-state educators seeking employment in the Commonwealth. The license is valid for one calendar year and does not require the passing of the MTEL.

	Temporary Certificate 
	· Commissioner’s discretion to issue to person who holds valid teaching certificate from another state AND
· Has been employed a minimum of 3 years under certificate BUT has not satisfied MTEL
· Valid for 1 year
· Nonrenewable
· Service counts towards professional status as long as teacher passes the tests
· Sound moral character
	· Possession of a valid educator license or certificate from another state or jurisdiction of a type comparable to at least an Initial license in Massachusetts.
· At least three years of employment under such valid license or certificate.
· Has not failed any part of the applicable licensure tests required by 603 CMR 7.04 (2) (a) 2 and 3.
· Evidence of sound moral character
	· Clearly state: Require possession of a bachelor’s degree. 

· Change regulation permitting an experienced out-of-state educator that has failed a portion of the MTEL to receive the Temporary license. 

· Allow any out-of-state educator license to be eligible for the Temporary license.  

· Validity Period –options for discussion: 
a. Change to 1 year of employment.
b. Limit the license for employment within a specific school year. 
c. Leave as is, valid for 1 calendar year.

	· Temporary: all – 0.9%, nonwhite – 1.5%, males – 1.2%
· Preliminary: all – 26.2%, nonwhite – 43.1%, males – 39.9%
