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Public Notice

Pursuant to M.G.L. c. 30A, the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (MassDEP) gives notice of its intent to amend the State Revolving Fund (SRF) Regulations for the Clean Water SRF at 310 CMR 44.00 and the Drinking Water SRF at 310 CMR 45.00.  The SRF program is a federal-state partnership that provides state-subsidized, below market interest rate loans to local governments and Public Water Suppliers, to reduce the cost of local debt to construct or rehabilitate water infrastructure.

The proposed changes are responsive to legislation (Section 23 of Chapter 259 of the Acts of 2014) that directed MassDEP to amend the SRF program regulations to provide opportunities for some local water infrastructure projects to receive enhanced loan subsidies, subject to appropriation.
