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The Massachusetts Department of Agricultural Resources (“Agricultural Resources” or “Department”) invites Massachusetts dairy farmers to participate in a pilot program regarding the management of milkhouse wastewater (MHW) using above ground treatment systems. Examples include bark mounds, bark beds and vegetated treatment areas.  
Currently, dairy operations are not allowed to dispose of MHW to above ground areas, without obtaining a groundwater discharge permit and meeting regulatory standards.  A memorandum of agreement (MOA) between MassDEP and the Department, which was signed in 2009 and extended for three years in 2012 by the respective commissioners of both agencies, allows farmers to use NRCS engineered wastewater treatment areas as part of the pilot program. The pilot program, which will expire in 2015, will evaluate the potential for reducing the environmental impacts of MHW through the use of appropriately engineered, cost effective, and environmentally protective wastewater treatment methods, such as bark mounds. In order to participate in the pilot program, dairy operations should have already contacted their local Natural Resource Conservation Service and assessed the suitability of a waste water treatment method to manage milkhouse waste for their operation. Potential funding is available for implementation of wastewater treatment methods through two competitive grant programs: the state Agricultural Environmental Enhancement Program (AEEP) and the NRCS Environmental Quality Incentive Program (EQIP). The role of the Department is to provide technical and financial assistance to dairy operations while working in conjunction with other organizations to implement conservation practices that will both promote economic and environmental sustainability while in the same time ensure that dairy operations fully comply with MassDEP groundwater protection regulations.  
Once the Department receives the application, and approves an applicant’s participation in the program, a letter will be sent to the applicant indicating whether or not the applicant has been accepted into the program. It is important to understand that at the end of the three year agreement, 2015, that the suitability of the wastewater treatment methods for the management of MHW will be evaluated and a decision made as to their compliance with MassDEP regulations.
