133 LELAND STREET, FRAMINGHAM, MA
Notice is hereby given that the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (“MassDEP”), acting in accordance with the provisions of 310 CMR 30.602(10), is providing a public comment period on a proposed Administrative Consent Order with General Chemical Corporation, the operator of a hazardous waste treatment and storage facility at 133 Leland Street, Framingham, Massachusetts, and Trinity General Corporation, the owner of the land on which the facility is located.  The 133 Leland Street property is also listed as a hazardous materials disposal site under M.G.L. c. 21E and the Massachusetts Contingency Plan (MCP), 310 CMR 40.0000, RTN 3-19174.
MassDEP is proposing to enter into the proposed Administrative Consent Order with General Chemical Corporation and Trinity General Corporation in order to establish a legally enforceable document which will govern the schedule and standards for:  (1) compliance with the post-closure requirements for hazardous waste facilities in 310 CMR 30.000; (2) compliance with Corrective Action requirements under the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act, 42 U.S.C. § 6901 et seq., and its implementing regulations 40 CFR Parts 239-282 and associated federal guidance (including maintenance of financial assurance); and (3) compliance with  M.G.L. c. 21E and the Massachusetts Contingency Plan, 310 CMR 40.0000.  

MassDEP is accepting written public comment until 5:00 PM on January 3, 2014.
