The submission of this form is considered to satisfy the requirement of 310 CMR 19.017(6) for submitting the transfer station’s revised waste ban plan.  Therefore, the transfer station is still required to submit a complete Transfer Station Certification for all transfer station operations prior to February 15, 2015, to satisfy requirements pursuant to 310 CMR 19.035(2)(d) and (2)(f).
