RECOMMENDED FINAL DECISION
The Petitioner LDA Pier 9, LLC brought this appeal challenging a Unilateral Administrative Order (“UAO”) that the Boston Office of the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (“MassDEP” or “the Department”) issued to the Petitioner for purported violations of the Massachusetts Public Waterfront Act, G.L. c. 91 (“Chapter 91” or 
“c. 91”), and the Waterways Regulations at 310 CMR 9.00.  The Department issued the UAO to the Petitioner in connection with its operation of the Shipyard Quarters Marina at Pier 6, Charlestown, Massachusetts (“the Marina”).  UAO, ¶¶ 2-7.  
The UAO asserted that the Marina was in a state of serious disrepair in violation of c. 91, the Waterways Regulations, and several c. 91 Licenses that the Department had previously issued governing the Marina’s operation.  Id., ¶¶ 4A-4P, 5A-5F.  The UAO directed the Petitioner to perform a number of remedial measures within specific timelines, including retaining a certified engineer to inspect the Marina and performing repairs at the Marina in accordance with the engineer’s recommendations.  
Id., ¶¶ 7A-7F.

Recently, the Commonwealth’s Attorney General, exercising her independent legal authority under Massachusetts law, filed a civil enforcement action against the Petitioner for injunctive relief in Suffolk Superior Court involving the same violations that the Department asserted in the UAO.  See Commonwealth v. Shipyard Quarters Marina, LLC, et al., Suffolk Superior Court C.A. No. 2013-2774.  The Attorney General’s suit against the Petitioner superseded the Department’s enforcement action in the UAO, and, as a result, the Department has withdrawn the UAO.  Accordingly, I recommend that the Department’s Commissioner issue a Final Decision dismissing this appeal without prejudice.
