Where To Go To Get Rid of your Mercury Bulbs
As of May 1, 2008, Massachusetts law prohibits disposal of products containing mercury, including energy saving Compact Fluorescents (CFLs), with household trash. 
Below is a list of options you can choose from when wanting to properly get rid of Mercury Bulbs: 
1. Take bulbs to a municipal recycling center, if fluorescent bulbs are accepted. 

2. Save for the next household hazardous waste collection in your community, if accepted in your program.
