MESSAGE FROM THE EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

September 30, 2010
The Massachusetts Water Pollution Abatement Trust (the Trust) is pleased to submit its Clean Water and Drinking Water State Revolving Fund (SRF) Annual Report for state fiscal year 2010. 

The Trust is a collaborative effort between the Office of the State Treasurer, the Executive Office for Administration and Finance and the Massachusetts Department of Environmental Protection (MassDEP).  Through our leveraged financing program, we are able to maximize the impact of our program throughout the Commonwealth.  To date, the Trust, through the SRF has used $1.143 billion in federal clean water grants and $387 million in drinking water grants to fund over $4.4 million in clean water and nearly $1.2 billion in drinking water construction projects throughout the state.  

2010 proved to be a record year for the Trust, providing $672 million in Clean Water and $259 million in Drinking Water financing to the communities of the Commonwealth.  This funding provides myriad benefits to the quality of the state’s waterways and the protection of public health through such projects as combined sewer overflow removal, wastewater treatment plant upgrades, sewer system construction and rehabilitation, septic system repairs, drinking water treatment facilities, treated water storage and water main replacement and rehabilitation.  The infusion of $185 million in American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) funds into the program allowed the Trust to extend financing offers to many more communities and projects including nearly $67 million in financing for Green Infrastructure projects. We are proud of our accomplishments and will continue to make further enhancements to the SRF program in the future.
On behalf of our partners at MassDEP and the staff here at the Trust, I would like to take this opportunity to thank the staff of EPA Region 1 for all of their efforts during 2010.  They have been most helpful and professional in working with the Trust.  I would also like to thank the staff here at the Trust and at MassDEP for their hard work.  And finally, I would like to thank the Governor and Legislature for their continued support of the State Revolving Fund program in fiscal year 2010, providing $56.5 million to subsidize Clean Water borrowers and $10.7 million to subsidize Drinking Water borrowers through Commonwealth Contract Assistance.

1. Introduction

The Massachusetts Water Pollution Abatement Trust (the Trust) in partnership with the Massachusetts Department of Environmental (MassDEP) provides low interest loans to municipalities and other governmental entities to finance water quality improvement and public health related projects.  This is accomplished through two programs – the Clean Water State Revolving Fund (SRF) and the Drinking Water State Revolving Fund.  The Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) requires reporting on both of the programs through the Clean Water SRF Annual Report and the Drinking Water SRF Biennial Report.  These reports have been combined into this report, which covers State Fiscal Year 2010.
Since its inception in 1989, the SRF loan program has provided more than $4.4 billion in Clean Water loans and over $1.2 billion in Drinking Water loans to 280 Massachusetts communities.  In FY 2010, the Trust provided funding for 107 clean water projects totaling $672 million and 71 drinking water projects totaling $259 million
The SRF loan program receives funding from the EPA in the form of an annual grant, supplemented by state matching funds and funds paid back by previous borrowers.  The Trust, in turn, leverages these funds through the sale of bonds, resulting in a much larger pool of money to loan to borrowers.
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In February 2009 the US Congress passed the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, (“ARRA”).  The Trust received $185 million in ARRA funds of which nearly $178 million was allocated to construction projects and $7.4 million was allocated for administrative expenses.  The Trust was able to leverage these funds into 115 loans totaling over $770 million in construction project financing.  MassDEP and the Trust met all statutory deadlines for committing the funds to projects and through the end of fiscal year 2010 the Trust has disbursed 51% of the ARRA funds.  
MassDEP and the Trust chose to distribute all of the ARRA project funds as additional subsidization.  Clean Water projects received approximately 12.7% principal forgiveness, Drinking Water projects received approximately 20% principal forgiveness and green projects received 100% principal forgiveness.  This method of distribution allowed as many eligible projects as possible to move forward.
MassDEP manages project development and approval while the Trust manages the flow of money to the communities.  Each year, MassDEP prepares the Intended Use Plan (IUP) of projects as required by the EPA.  This IUP establishes the Commonwealth’s project priorities for the upcoming year.
2. Clean Water SRF Annual Report
2010 Clean Water Program Results
This report covers the State Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010.

In 2010, the Trust continued to expand its program by providing $672 million in funding for 107 loans, to communities across the Commonwealth.  Table 1 provides a summary of the financial results of the Clean Water SRF program.
ARRA

The Clean Water SRF received $133,057,300 in ARRA funds, of which $127,734,792 went towards projects and $5,322,292 was allocated for program administration.  The Trust leveraged the project funds into 61 loans totaling $571,697,200.  Of this amount, $54,296,508 went towards green projects including energy efficiency and renewable energy projects.  
Series 15 Bond Issue
The Trust is authorized to issue bonds, guaranteed by reserves to provide subsidized financing for water quality improvement projects.  These reserves are funded by federal grants, Commonwealth matching funds and recycled funds paid back by previous borrowers. During FY 2010, the Trust had no bond issues for new project funds.  This was due to the time required to certify and document the many loans that received ARRA funds.  In July 2010, the Trust issued its Series 15 of Pool Program Bonds, which provided for $317.5 million in 96 clean water loans.  Of this bond issue, $140.6 million was in traditional tax exempt bonds and $176.9 million was in Build America Bonds, which the Trust issued for the first time.  Build America Bonds are taxable municipal bonds that carry special tax credits and federal subsidies that proved beneficial to the Trust.  Once loans are permanently financed, borrowers have two years to completely expend the project funds.
Interim Loans

The Trust recognizes the need for construction funds to be available to borrowers year round.  This need is addressed by making funds available to eligible projects through the Interim Loan Program.  Projects on the IUP can enter into a loan agreement with the Trust and request interim financing.  At the end of June 2010, the Trust had 86 clean water interim loans outstanding that had drawn a total of $189.0 million.  These loans were funded with $129.5 million in SRF funds and $59.5 million in ARRA funds, including $4.5 million for eight green projects.  The Series 15 bond issue permanently financed $114.9 million of the SRF portion of these loans.  Additionally, $17.8 million of these commitments were financed in July 2010 as direct loans.
Community Septic Management Program Loans

The Community Septic Management Program (CSMP) provides zero percent interest funding to Massachusetts’ cities and towns to assist homeowners in the repair of failed septic systems.  At the end of June 2010, the Trust had 44 Community Septic Loans outstanding in the amount of $24.9 million.  These loans are permanently financed when fully drawn, or within three years of closing, whichever comes first.  The Series 15 bond issue permanently financed eight of these loans for $4.4 million.
Extended Financing

As in previous years, the Trust continues to offer extended financing to its participants. Extended financing is offered for projects whose life expectancy is demonstrated to be at least 30 years.
Disbursements

During 2010, the Trust disbursed $226.7 million for clean water projects to various governmental entities through the pool program and interim loans.  Of this amount, $167.2 million was from the traditional SRF program and $59.5 million was from ARRA funds.
Administrative Expenses

For FY 2010, $2.83 million of Clean Water ARRA administration funds were spent by MassDEP allowing $2.49 million of ARRA funds to carry over into FY 2011.  These costs were associated with construction management of the Clean Water SRF program.  An additional amount of $0.5 million was transferred to MassDEP from the Trust’s Administrative Fund to supplement administrative costs for both the clean and drinking water programs. No administrative funds were spent from the annual Clean Water SRF grant.
Also, for the first time funds were transferred from the Trust’s Administrative Funds to MassDEP for water quality projects.  In 2010, these two projects were for the modeling of embayments to determine Total Maximum Daily Loads (TMDLs) of nitrogen and the acquisition of water quality data.  The total amount transferred was $714,200.

2010 Clean Water Leveraged Program

The Trust program is leveraged by issuing bonds to provide construction proceeds for loans.  Federal and state grants are used to fund reserves to secure the bonds.  Trust loans issued since 2002 have a borrower rate of 2%.  As the interest rate on the bonds is higher than the 2% loan rate, borrowers receive a subsidy equal to the difference between the rates.  Debt service on the Trust’s SRF bonds is paid from a combination of three sources:  Borrower loan repayments at 2%, interest earnings on the debt service reserve funds, and subsidy payments provided by the Commonwealth, known as Contract Assistance.
Loan Repayments

Each borrower is obligated to repay the principal amount of its loan at a subsidized interest rate of 2% or less.  Although those with extended term financing, greater than 20 years, may have a subsidized interest rate somewhat higher than 2%.  In FY 2010, borrower payments accounted for approximately 58.8% of debt service, totaling $161.2 million.
Reserve Fund Interest Earnings

Reserve funds are held as security for all Trust bonds at an amount between 33% and 50% of the outstanding principal.  As of June 2010 the Trust held $1.1 billion in clean water reserve funds invested in guaranteed investment contracts.  Earnings on these investments are applied to pay a portion of the debt service on the related series of SRF bonds.  In FY 2010, reserve fund earnings accounted for approximately 21.0% of debt service, totaling $57.8 million.  As bonds are repaid, reserve funds are released.  In FY 2010, $55.4 million was released to the Clean Water SRF, and made available for new loans.
Commonwealth Contract Assistance

The Commonwealth has entered into an Agreement for Contract Assistance to make payments to the Trust to directly subsidize debt service on the SRF bonds.  Contract Assistance is appropriated annually in the Commonwealth’s budget.  To date the Trust has received $641.6 million in Clean Water Contract Assistance with a future commitment of $489.8 million, for a total commitment by the Commonwealth of $1.13 billion.  In FY 2010, Commonwealth Contract Assistance accounted for approximately 20.1% of debt service, totaling $56.5 million.

Clean Water Projects
The Massachusetts SRF program continues to meet the goals established in the annual Intended Use Plan (IUP).  As outlined in the IUP, all SRF projects are subject to the rigorous environmental review procedures of the Massachusetts Environmental Policy Act. 
The Clean Water SRF provides loans for a wide variety of projects.  The primary recipients of Clean Water loans have been combined sewer overflow, wastewater treatment and wastewater collection projects, although other projects such as drainage improvements, landfill closures, brownfields remediation, renewable energy projects, and other non-point source projects are eligible for funding.
The following are four featured projects that embody the goals of the SRF program.

Greater Lawrence Sanitary District Energy Efficiency and Photovoltaic Installation Project
The Greater Lawrence Sanitary District facility processes 50 million gallons per day (gpd) of wastewater from Andover, North Andover, Lawrence, Methuen, and Salem, NH.  This $4.9 million project includes installing a 310kW solar photovoltaic system, replacing existing motors with variable speed drives; insulating digesters and performing process maintenance, improving the heat recovery system and various other energy efficiency improvements.  The project is being funded through the Green Project Reserve of ARRA and will receive 100% principal forgiveness.
In total, over $1,500,000 in annual energy savings (52%), 410 kW of green power generation, and approximately 5,887 tons of carbon dioxide emission reductions will result annually from these green investments.  
Charlton Wastewater Treatment Plant Upgrade
This project is for an upgrade the Charlton wastewater treatment plant.  The objectives are to provide capacity for the existing sewer service area that meets its permitted capacity of 0.45 million gallon per day (mgd), upgrade the plant to comply with its current NPDES permit requirements for allowable concentrations of ammonia, phosphorus, aluminum and copper. 
The work includes the construction of new rotating biological contactors, modifications to existing sludge piping, addition of a new low level phosphorus removal system, expansion of a UV disinfection system, electrical and control work, and miscellaneous work.  The total cost for this project is nearly $2.8 million. The project is receiving $331,374 in ARRA funds in the form of principal forgiveness.   
New Bedford CSO Main Interceptor PCB Contaminated Grit Removal 
This $19.3 million ARRA project consists of wastewater system improvements to the City of New Bedford's main interceptor and side line sewers for the purpose of removing PCB contaminated grit and pipe line rehabilitation. The objective of the Interceptor Grit Removal Program is to improve water quality in coastal receiving waters by removing PCB contaminated sediment from the City’s main intercepting sewer ultimately leading to the reduction in CSO’s.  Removal of sediment will provide additional capacity during wet weather events, mitigate street flooding, eliminate the potential for dry weather discharges and reduce the volume and frequency of combined sewer overflow (CSO) from the New Bedford Sewer System.  The project will receive$2.26 million in ARRA funds in the form of principal forgiveness.
Pittsfield Economic Development Authority Brownfield Redevelopment
This $6 million project is a Brownfield redevelopment located on a former General Electric (GE) manufacturing facility in Pittsfield.  When complete, the site will be redeveloped into the William Stanley Business Park that will create a high quality campus to host manufacturing, research and development and offices.  The site was contaminated with poly-chlorinated biphenyls (PCBs) from the former GE transformer manufacturing operation that has since been remediated by GE.  The Clean Water SRF is funding improvements to the storm sewer infrastructure to meet future Silver Lake NPDES discharge requirements, maintain existing discharge requirements to the Housatonic River & prepare the site for future private development. These improvements will address current & future water quality issues due to stormwater discharges from the site. 
3. Drinking Water SRF Annual Report
2010 Drinking Water Program Results

This report covers the State Fiscal Year ending June 30, 2010.

In 2010, the Trust continued to expand its program by providing $254 million in funding for 63 permanent and interim loans, to communities across the Commonwealth.  Table 2 provides a summary of the financial results of the Drinking Water SRF program.
ARRA

The Drinking Water SRF received $52,216,000 in ARRA funds, of which $50,127,360 went towards projects and $2,088,640 was allocated for program administration.  The Trust leveraged the project funds into 53 loans totaling $198,610,115.  Of this amount, $12,580,834 went towards green projects including energy efficiency and renewable energy projects.  
Series 15 Bond Issue
The Trust is authorized to issue bonds, guaranteed by reserves to provide subsidized financing for water quality improvement projects.  These reserves are funded by federal grants, Commonwealth matching funds and recycled funds paid back by previous borrowers.  During FY 2010, the Trust had no bond issue for new project funds.  This was due to the time required to certify and document the many loans that received ARRA funds.  In July 2010, the Trust issued its Series 15 of Pool Program Bonds, which provided for $150.8 million in 51 drinking water loans.  Of this bond issue, $75.1 million was in traditional tax exempt bonds and $75.6 million was in Build America bonds, which the Trust issued for the first time.  Build America Bonds are taxable municipal bonds that carry special tax credits and federal subsidies that proved beneficial to the Trust.  Once the loans are permanently financed, borrowers have two years to completely expend the project funds.

Interim Loans

The Trust recognizes the need for construction funds to be available to borrowers year round.  This need is addressed by making funds available to eligible projects through the Interim Loan Program.  Projects on the IUP can enter into a loan agreement with the Trust and request interim financing.  In June 2010, the Trust had 59 drinking water interim loans outstanding with a loan agreement amount of $74.2 million.  These loans were funded with $44.4 million in SRF funds and $29.8 million in ARRA funds, including $1.6 million for 10 Green projects.    The Series 15 bond issue permanently financed $37.5 million of the SRF portion of these loans.  Additionally, $10.5 million of these commitments were permanently financed in July 2010 as direct loans. 
Disbursements

During 2010, the Trust disbursed $83.7 million for drinking water projects to various governmental entities through the pool program and interim loans.  Of this amount, $53.8 million was from the traditional SRF program and $29.9 million was from ARRA funds.
2010 Drinking Water Leveraged Program

The Trust program is leveraged by issuing bonds to provide construction proceeds for loans.  Federal and state grants are used to fund reserves to secure the bonds.  Trust loans issued since 2002 have a borrower rate of 2%.  As the interest rate on the bonds is higher than the 2% loan rate, borrowers receive a subsidy equal to the difference between the rates.  Debt service on the Trust’s SRF bonds is paid from a combination of three sources:  Borrower loan repayments at 2%, interest earnings on the debt service reserve funds, and subsidy payments provided by the Commonwealth, known as Contract Assistance.  All Drinking Water loans have a maximum term of 20 years.
Loan Repayments

Each borrower is obligated to repay the principal amount of its loan at a subsidized interest rate of 2% or less. In FY 2010 borrower payments accounted for approximately 66.4% of debt service.  In FY 2010 borrower payments totaled $48.3 million.

Reserve Fund Interest Earnings

Reserve funds are held as security for all Trust bonds at an amount between 33% and 50% of the outstanding principal.  As of June 2010 the Trust held $283.6 million in drinking water reserve funds invested in guaranteed investment contracts.  Earnings on these investments are applied to pay a portion of the debt service on the related series of SRF bonds.  In FY 2010 Reserve fund earnings accounted for 18.81% of debt service.  In FY 2010 investment earnings on reserve funds totaled $13.7 million.  As bonds are repaid, reserve funds are released.  In FY 2010, $15.6 million was released to the Drinking Water SRF, and made available to be applied to new loans.

Commonwealth Contract Assistance

The Commonwealth has entered into an Agreement for Contract Assistance to make payments to the Trust to directly subsidize debt service on the SRF bonds.  Contract Assistance is appropriated annually in the Commonwealth’s budget.  To date the Trust has received $77.2 million in Drinking Water Contract Assistance with a future commitment of $128.1 million, for a total commitment by the Commonwealth of $205.3 million.  In FY 2010 Commonwealth Contract Assistance accounted for approximately 15% of debt service.  In FY 2010 Contract Assistance totaled $10.7 million.

Drinking Water Set-Asides

MassDEP continues to use set-aside funds as outlined in the annual Intended Use Plans.  During FY 2010, MassDEP used set-aside funds from both the ARRA grant and the annual federal Drinking Water SRF grant.  ARRA funds were only used for program administration; no ARRA funds were drawn for the other set-asides.  

The following sections describe the basic programs and accomplishments. 

4% SET-ASIDE: Administration
MassDEP uses eight (8) full time equivalent (FTE) staff members to administer the Drinking Water SRF program.  Program selection criteria, application ranking and rating, project development, construction inspections, invoice payment, data management and administrative support functions are all accomplished by staff that utilizes the 4% funding.  MassDEP spent a total of $1,109,785 in Drinking Water ARRA set-asides to fund the administration of the Drinking Water SRF, leaving nearly $1 million in ARRA funds to carry over into FY 2011.  An additional 3.5 FTE staff members were temporarily added to the program to assist in the inspection of ARRA projects as well as providing ARRA audits of drinking water projects.  No administration funds were spent from the annual Drinking Water SRF grant.
2% SET-ASIDE: Small System Technical Assistance

MassDEP continues to provide training and technical assistance to small systems through MassDEP staff (3 FTEs) and through the Massachusetts Coalition for Small System Assistance (MCSSA). The coalition consists of five service providers with distinct roles: New England Water Works Association provides coordination and group trainings; Sarian Inc., Massachusetts Rural Water Association and RCAP Solutions provide site visits; and Massachusetts Water Works Association operates the mentoring program.  Technical support is provided in the following areas: 

Group Trainings – Eight (8) training events were held that focused on a variety of topics including asset management, consumer outreach, source protection, new SDWA requirements (Ground Water Rule), and public notification.

One-on-one Site Visits – The technical assistance provider assists with monitoring and reporting problems, public notification, compliance, and enforcement issues and/or systems with a known public health threat among other issues.  One hundred and nineteen (119) one-on-one visits were conducted.
Mentoring – Twenty (20) mentoring sessions were held that consisted of a meeting/training between neighboring public water systems in an effort to establish and strengthen relationships.

10% SET-ASIDE: State Program Management
MassDEP administers the state drinking water program through nineteen (19) FTE staff members.  Set-aside money is used primarily for the Source Water Protection program, Capacity Development program, Public Water System support and Operator Certification program.  Some highlights of the programs in 2010 include:

Source Water Protection – Provided compliance and technical assistance to water suppliers to develop protection plans, surface water protection bylaws, and guidance documents, and outreach materials.  Two (2) grant awards, totaling $463,362 were made to two (2) public surface water systems to purchase 169 acres of land surrounding sources of drinking water. 

Capacity Development - MassDEP’s Capacity Development strategy focuses on improving the technical, financial, and managerial operations of both new and existing public water systems in the Commonwealth.  During the last year the drinking water staff has completed 342 evaluations on existing systems.  The following chart presents a breakdown of the evaluations.

Operator Certification - The plan developed for certification and training of Massachusetts’ small system operators under SRF-funding in the Drinking Water Program has been implemented since 2002.  During SFY 2010, MassDEP continued to use the SRF-funded FTE and supported various related duties, concentrating on small public water systems.

15% SET-ASIDE: Local Assistance
MassDEP used the 15% local assistance set aside to fund 26 FTEs.   This set-aside is also used to fund a number of contracted studies and grants.  Some program highlights from SFY 2010 include:

Wellhead Protection Program – One (1) grant, totaling $46,638 was made to one (1) public water system to acquire 4 acres of land to protect a critical drinking water supply well.  In addition, technical assistance was provided to over 500 water supply systems for wellhead protection compliance, the development of protection plans, and for determining monitoring waiver eligibility.  

Delineation and Assessment - Several studies are currently in progress by USGS through Cooperative Agreements.  These studies include:


Nashoba

The study is currently focused on providing regional bedrock aquifer characteristics and a conceptual hydrogeologic model of the Nashoba Terrane.  

Arsenic 

This study is assessing arsenic and uranium concentrations in ground water of the bedrock aquifers of east-central Massachusetts.  

Plymouth-Carver Model 

This investigation will enhance the understanding of the ground and surface water resources of the Plymouth-Carver region through the development of a transient model of the aquifer system. 

Refinement and Further Evaluation of the Massachusetts Firm-Yield-Estimator Model
This project will produce a Firm Yield Estimator (FYE) Model, Version 2, incorporating recent research findings and expanded model options.
 

Sustainable Yield Estimator
The Sustainable Yield Estimator project will provide a screening level tool for the Water Management Program that evaluates the effects of proposed and existing water withdrawals on streamflow at any location on a perennial stream in Massachusetts. 

Drinking Water Projects
The Massachusetts Drinking Water SRF program continues to meet the goals established in the annual Intended Use Plan (IUP).  As outlined in the IUP, all SRF projects are subject to the rigorous environmental review procedures of the Massachusetts Environmental Policy Act.
Drinking Water projects typically involve construction/rehabilitation of drinking water treatment plants, replacement of aging water mains and the construction of drinking water storage facilities.  

The following are four featured projects that embody the goals of the SRF program.

MWRA Southern Spine Distribution Mains
This project requires cleaning, rehabilitation and repair of 20 miles of old water mains which are currently functioning at 50% of their original capacity.  In addition, there is need to replace many inoperable values in the system.  The mains begin in Brookline and end at the Blue Hills Reservoir in Quincy.  The mains serve the Southern High and Southern Extra High System communities of Boston, Brookline, Milton, Quincy, Norwood, and Canton.  This multi-year project has a total cost of $56 million of which the SRF has provided over $19 million in funding. This project is receiving principal forgiveness from ARRA in the amount of $1.3 million.
Easton Solar Photovoltaic Installation
The Town of Easton operates seven (7) groundwater pumping stations that treats and distributes over 683 million gallons of drinking water for nearly 25,000 customers. This $350,000 project installed a 50 kW solar photovoltaic system.  In total, over $9,000 in energy saving and approximately 46 tons of carbon dioxide emission reductions will result annually from this green investment.  This project received 100% principal forgiveness through the ARRA Green Project Reserve.
Woburn Horn Pond Water Treatment Facility
The project consists of installing a 4-mgd water treatment plant to remove elevated concentrations of iron and manganese in the source water and the construction of a new 3.9 million gallon storage tank.  The system will be constructed as an addition to the existing facility at Horn Pond.  Pumping modifications at the facility will also be required, as well as new on-site storage for process and backwashing of the filtration system.  Of the total project cost of $15.7 million, ARRA is providing nearly $3.2 million as principal forgiveness.  
Stockbridge Water Tank
The project includes the construction of 600,000 gallon water storage tank, and replacement of 9,000 linear feet of unlined cast-iron water distribution mains with cement-lined ductile iron pipe in various streets within the Town of Stockbridge.  This will improve water system pressures and flow, along with overall water quality.  The total project cost is $3.7 million with ARRA funds providing $746,000 in principal forgiveness.

Community Septic Management Program
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The Community Septic Management Program (CSMP) provides loans to Massachusetts’ communities to assist homeowners in repairing failed septic systems.  The Trust makes loans to communities at 0% interest and the communities, in turn, loan the funds directly to homeowners generally at 5% interest for up to 20 years.  The interest charged to homeowners may be used by the community to offset program costs.  Loans to homeowners are secured through a betterment on the property.  Through this program, municipalities can help provide low cost funding to homeowners, while having little to no effect on municipal finances.

In 1996, the Massachusetts Legislature appropriated $30 million to fund this program.  This appropriation created a permanent revolving fund that provides an ongoing source of financing for septic system repairs.  Using the same leveraging principles as the Clean Water SRF, the Trust has been able to permanently finance over $51 million in loans since the program’s inception, resulting in over 5,000 septic systems repairs.  To date, 145 Massachusetts communities have participated in this program.

During FY 2010, the Trust had outstanding loans in the amount of $24.9 million for 44 governmental entities.  There are currently 46 communities participating in the program.  Loans to these communities resulted in the repair of 750 septic systems during FY 2010.  The average cost of each repair was approximately $12,500.

Other Program Accomplishments
ARRA Inspections
To ensure compliance with the provisions of ARRA, MassDEP transferred four staff members to the SRF program to provide a compliance review of each ARRA funded project.  Using the checklist developed by the EPA, the inspectors traveled throughout Massachusetts to review the status of each project and to provide assistance to the communities in improving their compliance with ARRA. 
Solar Photovoltaic Installations throughout the Commonwealth
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MassDEP has been working with the EPA over the last few years to ensure the eligibility of renewable energy and energy efficiency projects at water and wastewater treatment plants.  As a result, MassDEP developed a pilot program to identify opportunities to reduce energy consumption at these types of facilities.  With the passage of ARRA, a source of funds became available to implement these projects.  
In order to develop economies of scale, MassDEP in conjunction with the Massachusetts Department of Energy Resources (DOER) bundled 12 separate solar photovoltaic projects into a single $20 million contract to provide 4.1 megawatts of renewable electricity.  The bundling of these projects resulted in a reduction in cost from an originally estimated $7.50 per watt down to the final bid price of approximately $5.00 per watt.
