
Questions:  PON-ENE-2014-042

Q: What is the definition of Class 1, 2, & 3 vehicles?
A: Light-duty vehicles: Up to 6,000 lbs GVWR - This is Class 1 
Up to 10,000 lbs GVWR - This is Class 2 
Standard medium-duty vehicles: Up to 14,000 lbs GVWR - This is Class 3 

Q: Is there a maximum amount of funding a single entity can receive?
A: There is no maximum, but if the program is over subscribed then we may limit the vehicles that receive funding.

Q: Are there any requirements regarding where the vehicles operate?
A: No restrictions. 

Q: Approximate date awards will be announced?
A: Within 45 days of response due date.

Q: After the grant is awarded, how long does a fleet have to convert the vehicles? 
A: 1 year 

Q: Are there any applicant eligibility restrictions (i.e. is it open to all types of entities (for-profit, non-profit, government etc.)?
A: As long as the vehicles are fleet vehicles, it doesn’t matter if the entity is public, private or nonprofit. 

Q: Is there a limit on the number of vehicles an applicant can submit?
A: Nope, no limit.

Q: Since we are a propane company and we have previous experience converting vehicles to propane bi-fuel systems, can we do the conversion ourselves?
And if so, - Would the prevailing wage provision apply to our mechanics doing the work ?
-If we do not do the conversion, is the prevailing wage provision applicable to the 3rd party who does the conversion?
-Can the company doing the conversion be located outside of Massachusetts?
A: You can certainly do the conversion yourself if that’s what you do. Prevailing wage applies whether your mechanics are doing the work or a third party is doing it. I will have to look into any provisions for actual company owners if the person doing the work is the owner. It still applies to all employees. Would this apply to you?

The conversion company choice is not limited to in state.


Q: The PON states that dedicated fueled conversions will be given priority over bi-fuel conversions. 
-What is the reasoning behind that?
-How will that priority be applied?

A: If the program is oversubscribed then preference is given to dedicated fuel vehicles because they typically reduce emissions more per vehicle than bi-fuel, which is the goal of the program.
