WHAT ARE THE MASSACHUSETTS LEADING BY EXAMPLE AWARDS?
The Leading by Example Awards recognize Commonwealth agencies, public colleges and universities, and municipalities, as well as public sector staff or volunteers, for outstanding efforts in implementing policies and programs that result in significant and measureable environmental and energy benefits. See specific award criteria on pages 2 and 3. 

The LBE Awards highlight accomplishments resulting from efforts related to Governor Patrick’s Leading by Example Program (LBE), the Accelerated Energy Program (AEP) overseen by the Division of Capital Asset Management and Maintenance (DCAMM), the Department of Energy Resources’ Green Communities Division, and the Environmentally Preferable Products Program (EPP) at the Operational Services Division (OSD). The LBE Program challenges public agencies to reduce overall environmental impacts of government operations. A recent offshoot of the LBE Program, the AEP is targeting efficiency at the vast majority of state buildings. Pursuant to the Green Communities Act, the Green Communities Division works closely with municipalities to facilitate implementation of clean energy efforts and supports city and town efforts to become designated as Green Communities. EPP works with state and local governments to reduce environmental impacts through the purchase of environmentally preferable products and services.

ELIGIBLE NOMINEES: 
· State agencies, authorities, public colleges and universities, and/or their individual departments or facilities 
· Municipalities and/or individual municipal departments, municipal or regional public schools, public school districts, regional planning commissions and other regional public entities working with municipalities, and public purchasing cooperatives
· Individuals employed by or volunteering for any of the above eligible nominees

WHAT QUALIFIES FOR A LEADING BY EXAMPLE AWARD?
Applicants should have made a significant effort in implementing initiatives in two or more of the following areas:
· Greenhouse gas emissions reductions
· Energy efficiency 
· Renewable energy
· Green building/sustainable design and construction
· Waste reduction and recycling
· Procurement of recycled and environmentally preferable products (EPPs)
· Reduction or elimination of use of toxic chemicals and products
· Water conservation and natural resource protection  

WHY SHOULD YOU APPLY?
Receiving a Massachusetts Leading by Example Award provides high level recognition for environmental and/or energy achievements. Such recognition can help to foster environmental and energy awareness and support future Leading by Example initiatives.

WHEN WILL THE AWARD BE PRESENTED?
The Leading by Example Awards will be presented at a State House ceremony in October. Media, state legislators, public officials, and others will be invited to the event.

· success in bringing together diverse stakeholders to pursue common goals.
