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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION
WAKEFIELD: At its meeting today the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Manuel Raagas, M.D., Steven F. Margolis, M.D. and Suzanne Rothchild, M.D.
The Board found that Dr. Manuel Raagas was found guilty of one count of rape of a child, two counts of indecent assault and battery on a person 14 or older and two counts of indecent assault and battery on a child under 14. Today the Board revoked Dr. Raagas’ license to practice medicine. Dr. Raagas is a 191 graduate of the University of Philippines College of Medicine. He is a board certified Radiologist, and has been licensed to practice in Massachusetts since 1988.
In another matter, the Board found that Dr. Steven F. Margolis failed to meet the standard of care, and failed to maintain professional boundaries with two patients. Today the Board permanently restricted Dr. Margolis’ license to prohibit him from performing breast augmentation and abdominoplasties in an office setting, to prohibit certain liposuction procedures and to restrict the type of surgical procedures he may perform in an office setting. The Board also required Dr. Margolis to take additional continuing medical education credits related to maintaining professional boundaries. Dr. Margolis is a 1982 graduate of Columbia University College of Physicians & Surgeons. He is board certified in General Surgery, and has been licensed to practice in Massachusetts since 1985.

In a final matter the Board reprimanded Dr. Suzanne Rothchild, and fined her $3,000. The Board found that Dr. Rothchild failed to respond to the Board, and failed to supply eight patients with their medical records in a timely manner. Dr. Rothchild is a 1973 graduate of SUNY Downstate Medical Center. She is board certified in OB/GYN, and held a Massachusetts license from 1976 to 2008. Her license was summarily suspended by the Board in 2008 for substandard patient care.
The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 39,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists. The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
