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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD: At its meeting today the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Mejah Ben-Yonatan, M.D., William J. Morgan, M.D. and Tariq M. Malik, M.D.
The Board found that Dr. William J. Morgan practiced medicine while impaired by alcohol. Today the Board indefinitely suspended Dr. Morgan’s license. He may petition for a stay of the suspension after demonstrating 18 months of sobriety, and after entering into a Probation Agreement with the Board. Dr. Morgan is a 1981 graduate of the Texas Medical College and Hospital. He is board certified in Orthopedic Surgery, and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1982.

Dr. Tariq Malik was found to have abandoned his cardiology practice, abruptly closing it without informing his patients. The Board reprimanded Dr. Malik and fined him $5,000. Dr. Malik is a 1969 graduate of King Edward College, University of Punjab, Pakistan. He is board certified in Internal Medicine, and he held an active Massachusetts license from 2002 until 2008. His license is now inactive.
The Board indefinitely suspended the right of Dr. Mejah Ben-Yonatan to renew her license to practice medicine in Massachusetts. The Board found that Connecticut had revoked Dr. Ben-Yonatan’s license to practice in that state. She may petition for a stay of the suspension upon demonstration of her fitness to practice medicine. Dr. Ben-Yonatan is a 2001 graduate of Texas Tech University of Health Sciences. She practiced Psychiatry and was licensed in Massachusetts from April 2005 to March 2006.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 39,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists. The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent. The Board investigates complaints, holds hearings and determines sanctions. More information is available at www.mass.gov/massmedboard.
