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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD: At its meeting today the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Louis Jay Frank, M.D. and Chantal Nouvellon, D.O.
The Board summarily suspended the license of Dr. Louis Jay Frank, alleging that he represents a serious and immediate threat to the public health, safety and welfare. Dr. Frank’s Vermont medical license was revoked on July 6, 2011. The Vermont Board of Medical Practice found that he engaged in repeated acts of unprofessional conduct, and that he represents a danger to the public as long as he continues to practice medicine. Dr. Frank has a right to a hearing before the Division of Administrative Law Appeals within seven days. Dr. Frank is a 1980 graduate of the Autonomous University of Ciudad Juarez in Mexico. He is board certified in Anesthesiology, and he practices Psychiatry, and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1982. He does not currently practice in Massachusetts.
The Board found that Dr. Chantal Nouvellon inappropriately prescribed Schedule VI medications to family members outside the usual scope of her practice. Today the Board reprimanded her. Dr. Nouvellon is a 1991 graduate of the New England College of Osteopathic Medicine. She is board certified in Psychiatry and has been licensed to practice in Massachusetts since 1997.
The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 39,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists. The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent. The Board investigates complaints, holds hearings and determines sanctions. More information is available at www.mass.gov/massmedboard.
