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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION
WAKEFIELD: At its meeting today the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Joseph A. Jackson, IV, D.O., Peter Oliynyk, M.D., Davinder Nagra, M.D. and Carl E. Johnson, M.D.
The Board revoked the license of Dr. Joseph Jackson. The Board found that Dr. Joseph Jackson engaged in sexual relations with a former patient. Dr. Jackson is a 2000 graduate of the New York College of Osteopathic Medicine, New York Institute of Technology. He is board certified in Psychiatry, and has been licensed to practice in Massachusetts since 2003.
In another matter the Board revoked the right of Dr. Peter Oliynyk to renew his license. Dr. Oliynyk was found to have failed to notify his patients that he had closed his surgical practice, failed to maintain medical records in an accessible fashion and failed to respond in a timely manner to patients and Board Orders. The Board also found that he misrepresented his ability to treat a patient. Dr. Oliynyk is a 1965 graduate of the University of Manitoba, Faculty of Medicine. He practiced thoracic and vascular surgery, and was first licensed in Massachusetts in 1966.
Dr. Davinder Nagra was found to have a high rate of cataract surgery complications, and a pattern of being unable to manage them intraoperatively. Today the Board restricted Dr. Nagra from performing intraocular surgery. Dr. Nagra is a 1998 graduate of the University of Alberta, Faculty of Medicine. He is board certified in Ophthalmology, and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 2003.
In a final matter, the Board found that Dr. Carl Johnson inappropriately prescribed controlled substances to a family member. The Board reprimanded him, and fined him $5,000. Dr. Johnson is a 1978 graduate of Florida College of Medicine. He is board certified in Internal Medicine and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1980.
The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 39,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists. The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent. The Board investigates complaints, holds hearings and determines sanctions. More information is available at www.massmedboard.org.
