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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD: At its meeting today the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical license of Samuel P. Wyche, M.D.
The Board revoked the limited license of Dr. Wyche retroactive to the date his residency program placed him on leave, finding that he practiced medicine while impaired. Dr. Wyche may apply for a new limited license upon documentation of one year of continuous sobriety and entry into a five-year Probation Agreement with terms and conditions as the Board deems appropriate. Dr. Wyche is a 2008 graduate of Temple University School of Medicine, and was enrolled in a pathology residency program from 2008 until January 2011.
The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists. The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
