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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD: At its meeting today the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Arshia Siddiqui, M.D., Ashadeep Chandrareddy, M.D. and Japa Volchok, D.O.
The Board found that Dr. Arshia Siddiqui forged prescriptions for herself and stole prescriptions from a coworker’s prescription pad. Today the Board suspended her license to practice medicine. The suspension was immediately stayed upon Dr. Siddiqui’s entry into a Probation Agreement that requires monitoring of her practice for five years, and that she take additional continuing professional development credits in ethics/professionalism. Dr. Siddiqui is a 1999 graduate of the Dow Medical College, Karachi University. She is board certified in Internal Medicine and Pediatrics, and has been licensed to practice in Massachusetts since 2006.
In another matter, the Board retroactively revoked the limited license of Dr. Ashadeep Chandrareddy, finding that she was in possession of medical and other documents to which she was not entitled, and she was terminated by her residency program. Dr. Chandrareddy is a 1997 graduate of Karmataka Institute of Medical Sciences in India. She was in a residency program for Genetics.
In a final matter, the Board accepted the resignation of Dr. Japa Volchok. Resignation is a disciplinary action which permanently removes a physician from practice. Dr. Volchok is a 2003 graduate of the University of New England College of Osteopathic Medicine he specializes in General Surgery.
The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists. The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
