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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD: At its meeting today the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Michael J.F. Iannessa, M.D., James P. Gallagher, M.D. and Torrey A. Toltin, M.D.
The Board found that Dr. Michael J.F. Iannessa prescribed to a patient in a manner that deviated from the standard of care, and that he misrepresented information on his license application. Today the Board indefinitely suspended Dr. Iannessa’s license. The suspension was immediately stayed up on his entry into a 5-year Probation Agreement providing for monitoring and that he complete 10 additional Board-approved continuing medical education credits in ethics. Dr. Iannessa is a 1979 graduate of the University of Rome Medical School. He is board certified in OB/GYN and has been licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts since 1984.

The Board found that Dr. James P. Gallagher was disciplined by the Connecticut Medical Licensing Board for forging prescriptions and abusing controlled substances. Today the Massachusetts Board indefinitely suspended Dr. Gallagher’s right to renew his license. The suspension was immediately stayed upon his entry into a 5-year Probation Agreement providing for monitoring, and includes a restriction that he may not prescribe controlled substances to himself or family members. Dr. Gallagher is a 1984 graduate of George Washington University School of Medicine. He is board certified in Internal Medicine and was first licensed to practice in Massachusetts in 1986.
In a final matter the Board found that Dr. Torrey A. Toltin pleaded guilty in federal court to two counts of tax evasion, three counts of failing to file tax returns and one count of interfering with administration of Internal Revenue Laws. Today the Board indefinitely suspended Dr. Toltin’s license, and immediately stayed the suspension upon his entry into a Probation Agreement providing for Dr. Toltin to perform 100 hours of Board approved uncompensated community service, and compliance with his federal probation. Dr. Toltin is a 1980 graduate of University of Noreste School of Medicine in Mexico. He specializes in Pediatrics, and has been license in Massachusetts since 1982.
The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists. The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
