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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD: At its meeting yesterday the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Gary R. Brockington, M.D. and Kimberly L. O’Sullivan, M.D.

The Board revoked the license to practice medicine of Dr. Gary R. Brockington, effective December 11, 2012, to allow time for him to close his practice in an orderly fashion. The Board found that Dr. Brockington engaged in a sexual relationship with a patient. Dr. Brockington is a 1984 graduate of Tufts University School of Medicine. He is board certified in Internal Medicine and Cardiovascular Disease, and has been licensed to practice in Massachusetts since 1988.

The Board indefinitely suspended the license of Dr. Kimberly L. O’Sullivan, and fined her $5,000. The Board found that Dr. O’Sullivan had failed to meet the standard of care in her treatment of a patient, and that she engaged in conduct which calls into question her competence to perform plastic surgery. The suspension was stayed for 60 days to allow Dr. O’Sullivan time to enter into a five-year Probation Agreement, requiring an audit and remediation of her practice, an assessment of her maintenance of physician-patient boundaries and monitoring of her practice by a Board-approved physician. Dr. O’Sullivan is a 1991 graduate of the University of Vermont College of Medicine. She is board certified in Plastic Surgery with a subspecialty of Hand Surgery, and she was first licensed to practice in Massachusetts in 1998.
The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists. The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent. The Board investigates complaints, holds hearings and determines sanctions. More information is available at www.mass.gov/massmedboard.
