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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting yesterday, the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Mark D. Weinreb, M.D., T. Edward Bynum, M.D., James A. Iannazzi, M.D. Raymond L. Mathis, D.O., Richard G. Traister, M.D. and Fredric Schiffer, M.D.

The Board revoked the right of Dr. Mark D. Weinreb to renew his license. The Board found that Dr. Weinreb’s New Hampshire license to practice medicine was revoked by the New Hampshire Board of Medicine for inappropriate prescribing of controlled substances and failure to maintain appropriate boundaries with patients and their families. Dr. Weinreb is a 1989 graduate of the State University of New York Upstate Medical University. He is board certified in Pediatrics with a subspecialty of Pediatric Nephrology and was first licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts in 1996. His license expired in 2009.

The Board accepted the resignations of the medical licenses of Dr. T. Edward Bynum, Dr. James A. Iannazzi, Dr. Raymond L. Mathis and Dr. Richard G. Traister. Resignation is a disciplinary action that permanently removes a physician from practice.

Dr. Bynum is a 1964 graduate of the University of Oklahoma College of Medicine, He is board certified in Internal Medicine with a subspecialty in Gastroenterology, and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1979. Today the Board accepted the resignation of his license.

Dr. Iannazzi is a 1994 graduate of Dartmouth Medical School. He is board certified in  Neurology. He was licensed to practice in Massachusetts from 2006 until 2009. Today the Board accepted the resignation of his right to renew his license.

Dr. Mathis is a 1972 graduate of Kirksville College of Osteopathic Medicine. He was board certified in Family Medicine, and was licensed in Massachusetts from 1976 until 2003. The Board accepted the resignation of his right to renew his license.

Dr. Traister is a 1975 graduate of the Autonomous University of Guadalajara in Mexico. He is Board certified in Family Medicine and has been licensed to practice in Massachusetts since 1980. Today the Board accepted the resignation of his license.

The Board reprimanded Dr. Fredric Schiffer for committing a boundary violation with a patient. Dr. Schiffer is a 1971 graduate of Hahnemann Medical College of Philadelphia. He is board certified in Psychiatry, and has been licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts since 1973.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
