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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD: At its meeting today the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Scott S. Reuben, M.D. and Tim Baisch, M.D.
The Board revoked the right of Dr. Scott S. Reuben to renew his license, which expired in June 2011. The Board found that Dr. Reuben pled guilty to one count of health care fraud relating to falsified medical research conducted by him. He was sentenced in federal court to six months imprisonment and three years of supervised release, restitution, forfeiture and a fine. Dr. Reuben is a 1985 graduate of the School of Medicine, State University of New York Downstate. He is board certified in anesthesia and has been licensed to practice in Massachusetts since 1990.
Dr. Tim Baisch was reprimanded by the Board for an instance of disruptive behavior in the operating room and failure to respond to an emergency when he was on call. He is a 1984 graduate of Washington University School of Medicine. Dr. Baisch is board certified in Surgery and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1992.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists. The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
