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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting yesterday, the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Michael S. Goldstein, M.D., Raymond W. Kam, M.D. and Enrico Mezzacappa, M.D.

The Board summarily suspended the license of Dr. Michael S. Goldstein, finding that he is an immediate and serious threat to the public health, safety and welfare. The Board alleges that Dr. Goldstein inappropriately prescribed controlled substances, diverted controlled substance prescribed for patients for his own use and engaged in inappropriate and disruptive behavior. He has a right to appeal the suspension to the Division of Administrative Law Appeals within seven days. Dr. Goldstein is a 1972 graduate of New York Medical College. He is board certified in Urology and has been licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts since 1974. Dr. Goldstein practices in Brockton.

The Board found that Dr. Raymond W. Kam engaged in conduct that places into question his competence to practice medicine, and that he failed to notify the Department of Children and Families (DCF) that he had reasonable cause to believe a child was suffering injury resulting from abuse. Today the Board indefinitely suspended Dr. Kam’s license to practice medicine. The suspension may be stayed upon his entry into a 5-year Probation Agreement after two years retroactive to June 25, 2012, when he entered into a Voluntary Agreement Not to Practice with the Board. Dr. Kam will be required to undergo a clinical skills assessment. The Probation Agreement also requires that Dr. Kam’s practice be monitored by a Board-approved psychiatrist. Dr. Kam is a 1996 graduate of Yale University School of Medicine. He is board certified in Psychiatry and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1997. Dr. Kam practices in Boston.

The Board reprimanded Dr. Enrico Mezzacappa, finding that he failed to notify DCF of possible child abuse, and engaged in conduct that undermines the public confidence in the integrity of the medical profession. Dr. Mezzacappa is a 1982 graduate of the Catholic University of the Sacred Heart in Rome. He is board certified in Psychiatry and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1986. Dr. Mezzacappa practices in Boston.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
