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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD: At its meeting on January 8, 2014, the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Ashok N. Bhargava, M.D. and Ronal Rosso, M.D.

The Board accepted the resignations of the licenses of Dr. Ashok N. Bhargava and Dr. Ronal Rosso.  Resignation is a disciplinary action which permanently removes a physician from practice.  Dr. Bhargava is a 1970 graduate of All India Institute of Medical Sciences.  He was first licensed in Massachusetts in 1978.  Dr. Bhargava worked at Arbour Counseling Services in Allston and at Brockton Neighborhood Health Center until he entered into a Voluntary Agreement Not to Practice on May 25, 2012.  Dr. Ronal Rosso graduated in 1962 from St. Louis University School of Medicine and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1971.   

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
