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COMMITTEE ON ACUPUNCTURE OF STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE 
TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD: At its meeting of January 16, 2014, the Committee on Acupuncture of the Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against Stephen P. Down.    
In a Consent Order, the Committee on Acupuncture reprimanded and fined Mr. Down $2000 after Mr. Down agreed that he knowingly practiced acupuncture in a private practice in Danvers with an expired license for more than four years.  Mr. Down is a 1994 graduate of New England School of Acupuncture and was first licensed in Massachusetts in 1994.  
The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.  The Board investigates complaints and determines sanctions.  The Committee on Acupuncture was established in 1987.  The members of the Committee on Acupuncture are appointed by the Board of Registration in Medicine.
