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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on January 22, 2014, the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Randall Bock, M.D. and Roger Ian Hardy, M.D.

The Board summarily suspended the license of Dr. Randall Bock, finding that he is an immediate and serious threat to the public health, safety and welfare.  The Board alleges that Dr. Bock inappropriately diverted controlled substances from one patient and engaged in inappropriate and disruptive behavior that negatively affected his care of patients.  The Board also alleged that Dr. Bock did not disclose on his license renewal application that he had been the subject of an investigation by the Office of the Attorney General. Dr. Bock has the right to appeal the suspension to the Division of Administrative Law Appeals within seven days.  Dr. Bock is a 1981 graduate of the University of Rochester School of Medicine & Dentistry and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1984.  He maintained a private practice in Revere. 

The Board accepted the resignation of the license of Dr. Roger Ian Hardy, M.D.  Resignation is a disciplinary action which permanently removes a physician from practice. Dr. Hardy is a 1988 graduate of the University of Cincinnati College of Medicine and was first licensed in Massachusetts in 1992.  Dr. Hardy is certified by the American Board of Obstetrics and Gynecology, with a subspecialty certification in Reproductive Endocrinology/Infertility. From 1994 to the present, Dr. Hardy has been associated with the Fertility Centers of New England in Reading.
 
The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
