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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on March 5, 2014, the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical license of Jennifer Furin, M.D. 

In a Consent Order, the Board suspended the license of Jennifer Furin, M.D. after Dr. Furin had been disciplined by the State Medical Board of Ohio as a result of issues of impairment of ability to practice.  The suspension of Dr. Furin’s license was immediately stayed upon her entry into a five year probation agreement that prohibits Dr. Furin from practicing medicine in Massachusetts without the express authorization of the Board. Dr. Furin graduated from Harvard Medical School in 1999 and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 2004.  Dr. Furin is certified by the American Board of Internal Medicine with a subspecialty certification in infectious disease.  She currently practices in Ohio.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
