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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on April 2, 2014, the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of Hilary A. Aroke, M.D., Ralph T. Ho, M.D., Patricia L. Hough, M.D., Richard J. Keller, M.D., R. James Klingenstein, M.D. and Richard McGinn, M.D.

The Board revoked the license of Dr. Hilary Aroke after finding that he engaged in the inappropriate touching of one patient and the inappropriate viewing of the genitals of a second patient.  The revocation will be effective May, 2, 2014.  Dr. Aroke, a board-certified internist with a subspecialty certification in infectious diseases, graduated from the University of Yaounde Faculty of Medicine and Biomedical Sciences in Cameroon in 1995. He has been licensed in Massachusetts since 2001.

The Board accepted the resignations of the right to renew the licenses of Dr. Ralph T. Ho, Dr. Patricia L. Hough, Dr. Richard J. Keller and Dr. R. James Klingenstein. Resignation is a disciplinary action which permanently removes a physician from practice. Dr. Ho is a 1995 graduate of Northwestern University School of Medicine and is board-certified in radiology. He was first licensed in Massachusetts in 2008 and is currently residing in Nevada.  Dr. Hough graduated from Ross University School of Medicine in 1988 and is board certified in psychiatry, with a subspecialty in addiction psychiatry. She was first licensed in Massachusetts in 1996 and currently resides in Florida.  Dr. Keller is a 1982 graduate of New York University School of Medicine and is board certified in pediatrics, with a subspecialty certification in pediatric endocrinology.  He was licensed in Massachusetts from June, 1985 through June, 2013, and last practiced medicine in September 2012.  Dr. Klingenstein graduated New York University School of Medicine in June 1974 and is board certified in internal medicine, with a subspecialty certification in gastroenterology.  He was first licensed in Massachusetts in June 1979 and last practiced medicine in 2012.  Dr. McGinn is a June 1972 graduate of the University of Vermont College of Medicine and is board certified in obstetrics and gynecology.  He was first licensed in Massachusetts in May 1980 and last practiced in Greenfield in 2011.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
