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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on April 16, 2014, the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical license of Peter M. Black, M.D., and John B. Sledge, M.D.

In a Consent Order, the Board indefinitely suspended the license of Dr. Peter M. Black after Dr. Black agreed that he had admitted to sufficient facts of operating under the influence of liquor and negligent operation of a motor vehicle.  The Board immediately stayed this suspension as Dr. Black had demonstrated twelve months of sobriety and had entered into a five year probation agreement that requires his practice of medicine to be monitored.  Dr. Black graduated from McGill University Faculty of Medicine in 1970 and was first licensed in Massachusetts in 1974.  Dr. Black is certified by the American Board of Neurological Surgery and last practiced at the Metrowest Medical Center campuses in Natick and Framingham.

In another Consent Order, the Board found that Dr. John B. Sledge, a board-certified orthopaedic surgeon, made inappropriate and unprofessional remarks to staff members in the operating room on two occasions. The Board reprimanded Dr. Sledge and required him to complete a Board-approved training on professionalism and improving communication/interpersonal skills, a course he completed in March 2014.  Dr. Sledge is a 1990 graduate of the University of Rochester School of Medicine & Dentistry and was licensed to practice medicine in Massachusetts from 1995 through 2012.  He currently resides and practices in Louisiana.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
