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STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting yesterday, the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical license of Barry J. Lobovits, M.D.

The Board indefinitely suspended the license of Dr. Barry J. Lobovits after finding that Dr. Lobovits’s care and management of a patient, particularly his prescribing, fell below the standard of care.  The Board also found that Dr. Lobovits engaged in boundary violations by giving his patient large sums of money over a period of several months.  Dr. Lobovits’s suspension was immediately stayed upon his entry into a five year probation agreement that requires his practice of medicine to be audited and monitored.  Dr. Lobovits graduated from the Chicago Medical School, University of Health Services in 1973 and was first licensed in Massachusetts in 1976.  He maintains a private general practice in Pittsfield.  In 2002, the Board indefinitely suspended Dr. Lobovits after finding that he provided substandard care to multiple patients, his records were poorly kept, and he had committed prescribing violations.  The suspension was stayed after Dr. Lobovits underwent a clinical competency assessment and entered into a five year Probation Agreement.

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
