STATE BOARD OF MEDICINE TAKES DISCIPLINARY ACTION

WAKEFIELD:  At its meeting on July 9, 2014 the state Board of Registration in Medicine took disciplinary action against the medical licenses of David J. DiSanto, M.D., John F. Von-Weiss, M.D., and Clementina Lewis, M.D.

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Board summarily suspended the license of Dr. David J. DiSanto, finding that he is an immediate and serious threat to the public health, safety and welfare.  Dr. DiSanto’s controlled substances registration was summarily suspended by the Rhode Island Board of Medical Licensure and Discipline after it found that Dr. DiSanto had delivered care below accepted minimal standards, including the overprescribing of narcotics.  Dr. DiSanto has the right to appeal the suspension to the Division of Administrative Law Appeals within seven days.  Dr. Disanto is a 1977 graduate of the University of Texas Medical School, San Antonio.  He is certified by the American Board of Neurological Surgery and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1982.  Dr. DiSanto’s practice is located in Rhode Island.

The Board accepted two resignations.  Resignation is a disciplinary action which permanently removes a physician from practice. Dr. John F. Von-Weiss resigned his medical license. Dr. Von-Weiss graduated in 1956 from the University of Oregon Medical School and has been licensed in Massachusetts since 1963.  Dr. Clementina Lewis resigned her right to renew her license.  Dr. Lewis is a 1977 graduate of the Catholic University of the Sacred Heart in Rome, Italy. She was licensed in Massachusetts from 2005 until her license lapsed in 2006.  Dr. Lewis most recently practiced medicine in New York.  Her practice specialties were general surgery and emergency medicine.  

The Massachusetts Board of Registration in Medicine licenses more than 40,000 physicians, osteopaths and acupuncturists.  The Board was created in 1894 to protect the public health and safety by setting standards for the practice of medicine and ensuring that doctors who practice in the Commonwealth are appropriately qualified and competent.
